ASSESSMENT OUTCOMES

75% of students will reach “school readiness goals”  
as they transition from Head Start to Kindergarten.

Due to COVID-19, Campuses were closed early. Head Start was unable to collect end-
of-year assessment results. As a result, Head Start was unable to fully assess student 
outcomes; however, mid-year results indicate Head Start was on track to meet at least 
three out of four domains.
