Superintendent Colbert recognized the tremendous amount of work by 
all HCDE divisions, including Human Resources, Facilities, 
Communications, and HCDE staff and to prepare the buildings for 
reopening, as we want people to feel safe when they come here. He 
expressed appreciation to the HCDE Board for modeling healthy habits 
and adapting to new procedures. He recognized that HCDE is unique 
and that we serve 25 different school districts, if not more, so we need 
to be more opened than we are closed. He stated that during the 
pandemic, school districts have been directed to make independent 
decisions, which has been challenging for HCDE because districts are 
doing a number of different things. He stated that districts enter into 
contracts with HCDE and expect impeccable service, and he thanked 
Dr. Mays and Mr. Parker for their job in preparing the school campuses 
for students to be able to come back. He stated that out of the 4 HCDE 
campuses, the AB campuses serving students with special needs have 
filled up quickly as anticipated, and the Highpoint campus for 
behavioral students has not filled up as quickly. He stated there have 
been a few challenges for the teachers who are on campus but still 
teaching students via Zoom. Mr. Colbert distributed a timeline to give 
board members an idea of the status of the capital improvement plan 
and explained the logistics and the planning of what the facilities will 
look like. He stated everything is happening on time and according to 
schedule. Mr. Colbert stated that the annual convocation had to be 
held differently this year, instead of having it at the big event center. 
HCDE had a virtual convocation. He stated it was an opportunity to 
acknowledge things going on around us that we can not ignore. Mr. 
Colbert stated that the goal of convocation is to remind people that 
they are public servants and that people who serve the public will make 
our country better. He mentioned that the tax rate that was discussed 
and approved today was significant, and it’s one of the most significant 
decisions the board makes every year and it impacts millions of 
households’ tax bills. He applauded the fiscal responsibility shown by 
the Board and HCDE. He stated that he prides himself, administration 
and the board for being fiscally responsible and good stewards of 
taxpayer dollars. He stated that HCDE serves as a model for what 
many government entities should try to replicate as far as 
responsibility. He stated that he is proud and honored to serve as the 
superintendent for HCDE, describing that this has been the best job he 
has held in public education.  He concluded his report by stating that 
he is proud to work with the staff, team and the board and appreciates 
the board’s support.

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MEMORANDUM of UNDERSTANDING 
Between Harris County Department of Education and San Jacinto Community College District 

 
This Memorandum of Understanding (“MOU”) is  made  and  entered  into  by  and  between  Harris  County  Department  of  Education 
(“HCDE”) and San Jacinto Community College District (“College”) for the purpose of the College providing instruction to HCDE’s Head 
Start staff members at HCDE’s expense, pursuant to the terms and conditions outlined herein. 

 
Whereas, HCDE has been awarded one or more grants from the U.S. Department of Health and Human Services to operate Head Start 
and Early Head Start programs in the greater Houston area; 

 
Whereas, Head Start regulations require Head Start and Early Head Start teachers and assistants to possess a Child Development Associate 
(“CDA”) credential; 

 
Whereas, College offers classes necessary to obtain the CDA credential (“CDA credential classes”); 

 
Whereas, HCDE desires to assist its Head Start and Early Head Start teachers and/or assistants with obtaining the CDA credential by 
paying for the CDA credential classes at College; 

 
Whereas, HCDE and College desire to collaborate to register HCDE Head Start staff for CDA credential classes at College’s San Jacinto 
College-North campus 

 
Now, therefore, in consideration of the mutual covenants and conditions contained in this MOU and other good and valuable 
consideration, the receipt and sufficiency of which are hereby acknowledged, the parties, intending to be legally bound, agree as follows: 

 

1. Term. The initial term of this MOU shall be from August 1, 2020 through September 30, 2021. This MOU shall automatically 
renew for up to three additional one-year terms, for a maximum total term of four years and one month, unless either party gives 
the other party prior written notice of at least thirty (30) days before the start of a renewal term of the party’s desire     that this 
MOU not be automatically renewed. This MOU may be modified and amended only by mutual agreement of the Parties in 
writing, and any such modification or amendment shall be attached and become a part of this MOU as if set forth herein. 

2. HCDE Responsibilities. HCDE and its Head Start Division shall be responsible for the following: 
a. Designate Head Start staff members to enroll and to complete CDA credential classes at the College; 
b. Pay College the tuition and fees for the CDA credential classes in which HCDE Head Start staff members designated by 

HCDE are enrolled within forty-five (45) days of receiving an invoice from the College; 
c. Obtain consent forms compliant with the Family Educational Rights and Privacy Act 20 U.S.C. § 1232g; 34 CFR Part 99 

("FERP A") from HCDE Head Start staff members (or if applicable under FERPA, the parents of the staff members) enrolled 
in CDA credential classes with the College that permits authorized representatives of HCDE’s Head Start Division to access 
information from the  College  concerning  education  records  and  other  personally  identifiable  information of students. 

3. College Responsibilities. College shall be responsible for the following: 
a. Child Development/Early Childhood Education Department Director will provide HCDE Head Start staff members with 

course counseling; 
b. Permit HCDE and HCDE’s Head Start Division to designate Head Start staff members to enroll and to complete CDA 

credential classes at the College; 
c. Review transcripts, test scores, and other criteria for enrollment and eligibility in CDA credential classes at the College; 
d. Assist with enrolling HCDE Head Start staff members designated by HCDE in CDA credential classes at the College; 
e. Bill HCDE directly, after the official day of enrollment and no later than the 3rd day after courses have begun for each 

semester during the term of this MOU, for the tuition for all classes in which HCDE Head Start staff members designated 
by HCDE are enrolled; 

f. Award HCDE Head Start staff members who complete CDA credential classes with college credit and/or Continuing 
Professional Development credit; 

g. Upon receipt of consent forms signed by the student in accordance with the requirements of FERPA, provide authorized 
representatives of HCDE Head Start with information concerning HCDE Head Start staff members enrolled in CDA 
credential classes with the College the education records and other personally identifiable information of students that the 

  students (or parents, if applicable) have authorized the College to disclose to HCDE. 
4. Collaboration. HCDE Head Start and College representatives will meet to identify appropriate College classes that qualify for 

CDA certification. The Parties agree to correspond periodically, as needed, for the purposes of planning, monitoring, and 
evaluation, as necessary. The Parties agree to perform (or procure the performance of) all further acts and things, and 
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execute and deliver (or procure the execution and delivery of) such further documents, as may be required by law or as the other 
partner may reasonably require to implement and/or give effect to this MOU and the transactions contemplated by it so long as 
such documents are in a form acceptable to both parties. 

5. Termination. Either Party may terminate this MOU at any time if that party, in its sole discretion, determines that it is in the party's 
best interest to do so. In the event of material breach by a party, the non-defaulting party will give the party alleged to have 
committed a breach fifteen (15) days written notice in which to cure. If that party has not cured within such fifteen (15) day period, 
the non-breaching party may terminate this MOU and seek any remedies in law or equity that may be available to that party for a 
breach by the other party. 

 
6. Acknowledgement of Federal Funding. The source of funding for all payments made by HCDE pursuant to this MOU is federal 

funds from a U.S. Health and Human Services Head Start grant. College acknowledges that federal funds will be used to pay for all 
payments due under this MOU and that this MOU is subject to appropriation and approval of a Head Start Grant by the United States 
federal government. As such, if HCDE does not receive sufficient grant funding, either Party may terminate this MOU without 
penalty or further obligation to the other party upon written notice. 

 
7. Relation of Parties. The parties acknowledge and agree that College is independent of HCDE and not an employee agent of or in 

a joint venture or legal partnership arrangement with HCDE and HCDE not an employee agent of or in a joint venture or legal 
partnership arrangement with the College. Nothing in this MOU shall be interpreted or construed as creating or establishing the 
relationship of employer and employee, agent, joint venture or partner, between HCDE and College, HCDE and any of College's 
representatives, or the College and any of the HCDE representatives. Except as otherwise set forth herein, neither party may bind 
the other party to any third party obligations including those in contract. 

 
8. Forms. HCDE Vendor Certification Forms are attached hereto as Exhibit A and incorporated by reference in this MOU  

 
9. Access to Records. Both Parties shall retain financial records, supporting documents, statistical records, and all other records 

pertinent to this MOU for a period of three years from the last day of the Term or as long as required under the Texas Records 
Retention laws except for the following: 
a. If any litigation, dispute, or audit is started before the expiration of the three-year period, the records shall be retained until 

all litigation, dispute, or audit findings involving the records have been resolved and final action is taken. 
b. Records for real property and equipment acquired with Federal funds shall be retained for three years after final disposition. 
c. HHS, the Inspector General, Comptroller General of the United States, or any of their duly authorized representatives, have 

the right of timely and unrestricted access to any books, documents, papers, or other records of HCDE or College that are 
pertinent to this MOU, in order to make audits, examinations, excerpts, transcripts, and copies of such documents. This right 
also  includes timely and reasonable access to each respective party's applicable personnel for the purpose of  interview and 
discussion related to such documents. The rights of access provided for in this MOU are not limited to the required retention 
period, but shall last as long as the records are retained. 

 
10. Compliance with Laws. Both parties agree to perform under this MOU in compliance with all federal, state, and local laws, rules, 

regulations, and ordinances, as applicable, including, but not limited to, Title 2 CFR Part 200, Title 2 CFR Part 215, Title 2 CFR 
Part 220, Title 2 CFR Part 225, Title 2 CFR Part 230, Title 45 CFR Part 74, Title 45 CFR Part 75, Title 45 CFR Part 92, and Title 
45 CFR Part 93; FERPA;  and the Texas Public Information Act, Chapter 552 of the Texas Government Code; and all interpreting 
authorities and regulations of the foregoing. Either HCDE or College may object to disclosure of information and records under 
FERPA and/or the Texas Public Information Act. While in possession of FERPA records and data, only persons authorized to 
access FERPA-protected information of HCDE Head Start staff members enrolled in College classes will be granted access, in 
accordance with FERPA. 

 
11. No Waiver of Immunity. Neither HCDE nor College waives or relinquishes any immunity or defense entitled to either Party by 

law. This non-waiver of immunity extends to the trustees, officers, directors, employees, and agents of HCDE and College. 
 

12. No Wavier. No waiver of a breach of any provision in this MOU shall be construed to be a waiver of any breach of any other 
provision. No delay in acting with regard to any breach of any provision shall be construed to be a waiver of such breach. 

 
13. Notice. Any notice required to be given under the provisions of this MOU shall be in writing and shall be duly served when it 

shall be hand-delivered to the addresses set out below, or shall have been duly deposited, duly registered or certified, return receipt 
requested, in a United States Post Office addressed to the Party at the following addresses:

17. Severability. If any provis ion of this MOU shall be determined to be invalid or unenforceable, the remaining provisions of this 
MOU shall not be affected thereby, and every provision of this MOU shall remain in full force and effect and enforceable to 
the fu llest extent penn itted by law. 

18. Rights Cumulative. The rights and remedies provided in this MOU are cumulative and not exhaustive and are in addition to 
any other rights and remedies the partners may have at law or otherwise. 

19. Entire Agreement. This MOU and any valid amendments to the MOU constitute the enti re and complete understanding ofHCDE 
and College and may not be modified in any manner without the express wri tten consent of both parties, as provided herein. 

20. Counterparts; E lectronic Transmission; E lectronic Signatures. This MOU may be may be executed in identical counterparts, 
each of which shall be deemed an original for all purposes, but all of which shall constitute one document; provided each of the 
parties hereto executes at least one counterpart.

INTERLOCAL AGREEMENT FOR SPECIALIZED SERVICES
ACA EMIC BEHAVIOR SCHOOL (ABS) WEST

2020-2021 ANNUAL CONTRACT

Pursuant to the Interlocal Cooperation Act, Chapter 791 of the Texas Government Code, Harris County
Department of Education ( HCDE ) and the Katy Independent School District, ( KISD ) hereby enter into
an Interlocal Contract ( Contract ) for the purpose of providing educational and related services for eligible
student(s) with disabilities of the KISD and to state the ten s, rights and duties of the contracting parties.

1. Term. For the period beginning August 24, 2020 and ending June 3, 2021, HCDE agrees to provide
services described herein for three  3) total: Ad ptive Behavior Program/LIFE Skills Progr m unit(s)
to eligible student(s) with disabilities ( Student(s) ) who are residents of the KISD.

2. Services. HCDE agrees to provide facilities and certified/licensed personnel necessary to provide
educational, instructional, and counseling services to the student(s) in accordance with applicable law.
HCDE agrees that all services provided by HCDE hereunder shall be provided by certified/licensed
providers when required by applicable law. HCDE may perform the services contracted for herein by
using its own employees or independent contractors.

3. Reportin . HCDE agrees to furnish the KISD with a monthly statement of student(s) attendance. KISD
retains the responsibility to report KISD student(s) average daily attendance and other required
information through the Public Education Information Management System (“PEIMS”).

4. Accounting Records. HCDE agrees to maintain necessary records and accounts in order to assure that
funds received from the KISD have been expended for the services described herein. HCDE agrees to
provide these records and other information as may be required by the KISD.

5. Placement of Students. The student(s) served under this Contract have been placed by the Admission,
Review and Dismissal (ARD) Committee of the school of regular attendance within the KISD, and
recommended for services as described herein. The ARD Committee of the KISD has affirmed the
placement and approved the recommendation of such contracted services. The KISD shall comply with
HCDE s procedures for requesting placement of a KISD student at HCDE prior to consideration of the
placement by KISD s ARD Committee. An HCDE representative must participate in the KISD ARD
Committee meeting considering placement at HCDE.

6. Local Educ tion Agency. Studcnt(s) receiving services from HCDE pursuant to this Contract re ain
enrolled in KISD and are considered students of KISD for all purposes. KISD remains the Local
Education Agency ("LEA”), as that term is defined by the Individuals with Disabilities Education Act
("IDEA”), and solely retains the obligation to provide and to ensure that any KISD student is provided a
free appropriate public education ("FAPE”) while receiving services from HCDE. KISD retains all
responsibilities required of the LEA pursuant to the IDEA, including, but not limited to, requirements
regarding identification, evaluation, educational placement, the provision of FAPE, and procedural
safeguards. For any dispute, including a special education complaint or due process hearing, arising under
the IDEA or other applicable law regarding a KISD student placed at HCDE, KISD recognizes and
acknowledges that HCDE is not the LEA for the KISD student and is in no way liable to the student,
parent, or KISD under the IDEA or other applicable law.

7. Student Records. KISD will provide copies of all Student Records (as hereinafter defined) pertaining to
the student(s) prior to the student(s) s first day of attendance at HCDE. KISD agrees to fu  ish HCDE a
copy of any additional pertinent documents regarding the student(s) which may be requested from or
obtained by the KISD during the term of this Contract. Student records to be provided by KISD include,
but are not limited to, the following: (a) the most recent copy of the student s individualized education
program ("IEP”); (b) any relevant evaluation reports; and (c) the student’s most recent IEP progress report.
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8. Confidentiality. For purposes of this Contract,  Student Records  shall be defined as student information
including personal identifiers such as name, address, phone number, date of birth, Social Security number,
student identification number, and any student information protected by by law, including “personally
identifiable information  and student “education records” as those terms are defined by the Family
Educational Rights and Privacy Act, 20 U.S.C. 1232g, as amended (“FERPA”); “personal information” as
that tenn is defined in the Children s Online Privacy Protection Act of 1998 (“COPPA ); “personal
information” as that term is defined in the Protection of Pupil Rights Amendment (“PPRA”); “personally
identifiable information” as that term is defined in the IDEA, as amended; “protected health infonnation”
as that teim is defined in the Health Insurance Portability and Accountability Act of 1996 (“HIPAA”); and
“personal identifying information  and “sensitive personal information” as defined under the Texas
Identity Theft Enforcement and Protection Act (Chapter 521, Texas Business and Commerce Code).

Notwithstanding any contrary provision of this Contract, both parties  nd their employees, agents, and
subcontractors may access and use Student Records only as permitted by law for the purpose(s) for which
the disclosure was made. Both parties agree to abide by FERPA s limit tions and requirements imposed
on school officials, including, but not limited to, the requirements of 34 C.F.R. 99.33(a). HCDE and
KISD expressly agree that: (1) the services/functions to be provided by HCDE are services/functions for
which KISD would otherwise use its own employees; (2) both parties have been determined to meet the
criteria set forth in KISD's annual notification of FERPA rights for being school officials with legitimate
educational interests in the Student Records; (3) KISD is under HCDE’s direct control with respect to
KISD’s access to, use of, and disclosure of Student Records as gathered and maintained by HCDE; (4)
FICDE is under KISD’s direct control with respect to HCDE’s access to, use of, and disclosure of Student
Records as gathered and maintained by KISD; and (5) both parties will use Student Records only for
authorized purposes and will not re-disclose Student Records to other parties, unless each party has
specific authoritzation from the other party to do so or die disclosure is otherwise permitted by applicable
law, including without limitation, FERPA, HIPAA, COPPA, IDEA, PPRA, and the Texas Identity Theft
Enforcement and Protection Act.

9. ARD Meetin s. KISD agrees to invite an HCDE representative as a non-consensus member to any KISD
ARD Committee meeting for KISD student(s) receiving services from HCDE pursuant to this Contract. A
member of the KISD special education personnel will monitor, assess and evaluate  ie student(s) s
progress as established by the IEP, including at least one on-site visit per semester.

10. Transportation. KISD is responsible for providing transportation of KISD student(s) to and from
HCDE. Locations of pick-up and drop-off points and times of service will be determined by
representatives of KISD and HCDE.

11. Special Education Services. Notwithstanding KISD’s obli ation as the LEA as described by the IDEA,
HCDE agrees to provide all special education and related services required to implement the student’s IEP
as developed by the KISD ARD Committee. HCDE will update the KISD on the implementation of the
IEP at least once per HCDE grading period, or upon request by KISD.

12. Request for Change of Placement. HCDE reserves the right to request that a student placed at HCDE
pursuant to this Contract be returned to placement in KISD, the district of enrollment. Upon such request
from HCDE, KISD shall conduct an ARD Committee meeting within thirty (30) calendar days to consider
the student’s placement.

13. Invoices  nd Payment. In consideration of the services provided herein, the KISD agrees to pay HCDE a
total amount of $61,815. Total amount is calculated by multiplying the number of units X annual in¬
county tuition rate ($20,605).

FICDE will invoice KISD an  payment will be due immediately upon receipt of invoice. KISD agrees to
pay HCDE in the following manner:

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50% of annual total amount due will be invoiced in September 2020
50% of annual total amount due will be invoiced in January 2021

If Applicable in consideration of Extended School Year Services (ESY) provided herein, KISD a rees to
pay HCDE:

• $5,278 in-county tuition rate times number of ESY students enrolled.
• 100% of ESY total amount due will be invoiced in July 2021.

In the event that KISD makes a payment to HCDE with a credit card, KISD agrees to pay to HCDE a
surcharge fee consisting of any applicable credit card fees  nd costs borne by HCDE, including, without
limitation, the processing fee(s) charged to HCDE by the credit card company(ies).

KISD may sell unused units to another district upon obtaining HCDE's prior written consent.

14. Funding. The source of funding for this Contract will be from KISD funds. The parents of the student(s)
placed at HCDE pursuant to this Contract shall not be charged for the services contracted under this
Contract.

15. Amendment. This Contract may be amended only by the mutual agreement of the parties, in a writing to
be attached to and incorporated in this Contract. Either party may terminate this Contract with or without
cause with thirty (30) days written notice to the other party.

16. Current Revenues. Each party paying for the perform nce of governmental functions must make those
payments from current revenues available to the paying party.

17. Assi nment. Neither this Contract nor any duties or obligations under it shall be assignable by either
party without the prior written acknowledgment and authorization of the other party.

18. Notice. Any notice provided under the terms of this Contract by either party to the other shall be in
writing and may be affected by certified mail, return receipt requested. Notice shall be sufficient if made
or addressed as follows:

This Contract shall be construed under the laws of the State of Texas, and
mandatory and exclusive venue in any action arising out of this Contract shall be in Harris County, Texas.

20. Separate Entities. This Contract does not create a joint venture or business partnership under Texas l w.

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21. Sever bility. In the event that any one or more of the provisions contained in this Contract shall for any
reason be held to be invalid, illegal, or unenfo ceable in any respect, such invalidity, illegality, or
unenforceability shall not affect any other provisions, and the Contract shall be construed as if such
invalid, illegal, or unenforceable provision had never been contained in it.

22. Immunities. Nothing in this Contract waives or alters any i munities provided to either party, their
trustees, officers, agents, or employees, under Texas or federal law.

23. Third-Party Benefici ries. Nothing in this Contract shall be deemed or construed to create any third-
party beneficiaries or otherwise give any third party any claim or right of action against any party to this
Contract.

24. Force Majeure. Neither HCDE nor K1SD shall be deemed to have breached any provision of this
Contract as a result of any delay, failure in performance, or interruption of service resulting directly or
indirectly from acts of God, network failures, acts of civil or military authorities, civil distu bances, wars,
energy crises, fires, floods, transportation contingencies, interruptions in third-party telecommunications
or Internet equipment or service, other catastrophes, or any other occurrences which are reasonably
beyond such party s control.

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1.0 NOTICE OF INTENT 

Contracts awarded pursuant to this RFP comply with the Education Department General Administrative Regulations (EDGAR), 
2 C.F.R. §§ 200.318-326. It is the intent of Harris County Department of Education (HCDE) to award one or more contract(s) as 
a result of this RFP for use by HCDE/CP and/or CP members.  Product(s) and/or services considered for award shall equal or 
exceed a minimum quality level of industry standard(s) as defined within this RFP, including Section 6.0 Scope of Proposal, 
and shall comply with all applicable federal, state and local technical, environmental, and performance standards and 
specifications. 
 
Further, it is the intent of HCDE/CP to allow CP members to “piggyback” onto any existing contract between HCDE and Vendor 
entered into pursuant to this RFP, as contemplated in United States Department of Agriculture Memorandum SP35-2012, 
Procuring Services of Purchasing Cooperatives, Group Purchasing Organizations, Group Buying Organizations, etc., June 12, 
2012 (“SP 35-2012”).  Accordingly, pursuant to HCDE’s membership agreements with CP members (as permitted under the 
Interlocal Cooperation Act, Chapter 791 of the Texas Government Code, and Chapter 271, Subchapter F of the Texas Local 
Government Code, and similar statutes in other states), CP members are authorized to enter into separate and independent 
contracts with Vendor that employ the same negotiated terms and conditions contained in an existing contract(s) between HCDE 
and Vendor.

1.2.4 “Vendor(s)” means the proposer(s) responding to this RFP and vendor(s) to whom a contract has been awarded 

as a result of this RFP by HCDE. A responsible vendor is a vendor who has adequate financial resources (or 
the ability to obtain such resources), can comply with the delivery requirements, and is a qualified and 
established firm regularly engaged in the type of business that provides the product(s) /service(s) listed herein. 

 
1.2.5 “Contract” means the contract terms and conditions in Section 5.0 Contract Terms and Conditions, as 

further defined in the Entire Agreement provision of Section 5.0.  A contract is exclusively between HCDE/CP 
and Vendor.  All existing contracts shall be made available to CP members to review and copy.  Further, all 
records, reports, and other documents related to HCDE/CP’s competitive procurement of existing contracts 
shall also be made available to CP members to review and copy 

 
1.2.6 “Supplemental Contract” means a separate, supplemental contract entered into between a CP member and 

the Vendor, which utilizes the negotiated terms and conditions contained in the existing competitively-procured 
contract(s) between HCDE/CP and Vendor.  Supplemental Contracts may further define the level of service 
and/or product requirements over and above the minimum defined in the Contract and the RFP, including, 
without limitation, invoice requirements, ordering requirements, on-campus service, specialized delivery, 
discounted pricing, etc.  Supplemental Contracts may be a Purchase Order issued by a CP member.

1.2.8 “HCDE/CP Administrative Fee” or “HCDE/CP Fee” means the fee paid by Vendors to HCDE/CP for the

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2.0 INTRODUCTION TO CHOICE PARTNERS COOPERATIVE 
 

2.1. Description of CP members 
 
2.1.1.   Contract(s), if any, awarded as a result of this RFP will be available for use by HCDE/CP.  Additionally, 

contract(s) awarded as a result of this RFP will also be available for use by CP members pursuant to the 
piggyback method delineated in SP 35-2012.  HCDE/CP, a local governmental entity, currently has more than 
1100 members and keeps growing every day.  Many CP members constitute “school food authorities,” as that 
term is used in SP 35-2012.  

 
 Contract(s), if any, awarded as a result of this RFP will be available to CP members to review and copy on an 

“as needed” basis from a list of contracts that have been competitively procured and awarded to Vendors based 
on the selection criteria set forth in Section 4.0 Evaluation and Award.  All related records, reports, and 
documents related to the competitive procurement of any contract(s) awarded as a result of this RFP will also 
be available to CP members to review and copy on an “as needed” basis.  

2.1.2. By allowing eligible entities to piggyback onto existing contract(s) between HCDE/CP and Vendors, those 
entities can accomplish the legally-required competition for contracts of commonly purchased products and 
services, thereby saving the individual entity the cost of going through the procurement process. Vendors 
benefit as well by having a multi-year contract and by saving the time and expense of going through the 
procurement process for each individual participating governmental entity.

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2.1.4. Contracts Involving Federal Funds 
Because at the time of procurement, HCDE/CP is unable to determine which of its procurements/contracts will 
be used by CP members using federal funds, HCDE/CP intends to competitively procure each and every 
contract awarded by HCDE/CP under Section 44.031 of the Texas Education Code and intends to comply with 
EDGAR for every procurement action.  To comply with EDGAR, HCDE/CP will make an independent 
estimate of the value of goods or services in the current market before receiving bids or proposals. After 
HCDE/CP receives bids and proposals but before awarding a contract, HCDE/CP will also conduct a price or 
cost analysis and document its findings.  For contracts at or above $150,000, CP members must verify that 
HCDE/CP fulfilled its requirement to conduct a cost or price analysis in order to benefit from the ability to 
purchase goods and services from CP directly without the need for additional procurement activities or 
documentation. HCDE/CP will provide its Independent Estimate Determination Form and Determination of 
Cost or Price Reasonableness Form to a CP member upon request, but HCDE/CP recommends that when 
circumstances necessitate separate evaluation of lump-sum pricing, CP members also conduct an independent 
evaluation of cost or price reasonableness tailored to the CP member’s specific purchases so that the CP 
member can independently determine the reasonableness of the cost/price of the particular purchase.  Stated 
differently, if the CP member’s verification of CP’s compliance with EDGAR reveals that the lump-sum price 
includes goods or services for which CP could not have performed a cost or price analysis, the Choice member 
should conduct an independent cost or price analysis.2 

 
2.2. Financing of HCDE/CP 

2.2.1. HCDE/CP does not charge membership fees to CP members. 
2.2.2. The total cost of the HCDE/CP program is funded through the HCDE/CP Administrative Fee paid to HCDE/CP 

by Vendors.  The HCDE/CP Fee is based on a percentage of vendor sales, less special insurance and required 
bonding, if applicable.  

2.2.3. HCDE/CP will provide limited oversight in assisting both CP members and Vendors in marketing to CP 
members, training (education), and provide, at a minimum, an annual review of each Vendor. This service will 
be paid for out of the HCDE/CP Fee. HCDE/CP will not market or sell directly for Vendors. 

2.2.4. All rebates, discounts, and other applicable credits that are granted by Vendors as a result of Supplemental 
Contracts shall accrue exclusively to CP member(s). 

 
2.3. HCDE/CP Procedures  

2.3.1. Contracts are awarded through open competition in compliance with applicable procurement rules and 
regulations. 

2.3.2. The CP member sends a proposal request to the Vendor. 
2.3.3. The Vendor prepares and sends to the CP member its proposal.  The CP member conducts an evaluation of 

cost or price reasonableness, if the CP member is using $150,000 or more of federal funds and an independent 
cost/price evaluation is necessary.  

2.3.4. The Vendor and the CP member agree on a Purchase Order.  Purchase Orders/Supplemental Contracts are 
reported and sent by individual CP members to the Vendor and to HCDE/CP, where they are logged and filed. 

2.3.5. The Vendor delivers product(s)/service(s) directly to the CP member and then invoices the CP member. 
2.3.6. The Vendor receives payment directly from CP member.

3.1.3 Proposal Response Location 

Proposals shall be received no later than the submittal day and time deadline in the HCDE/CP eBid System. 
 

3.1.4 Submission of Proposals   
HCDE/CP will only accept bids and proposals submitted online. Faxed or electronically transmitted proposals 
will not be accepted. Deviations from any terms, conditions and/or specifications shall be conspicuously noted 
in writing by the Vendor and shall be included with the proposal.  Withdrawal of proposals will not be allowed 
for a period of 180 days following the opening.  Withdrawal of proposals prior to the submission deadline is 
permitted. Copyrighted proposals are unacceptable and may be disqualified. 

 
3.1.5 HCDE/CP Reservations 

HCDE/CP reserves the right to: 
a) Cancel this solicitation in whole or in part, at the sole discretion of HCDE/CP. 
b) Accept, reject, or negotiate modifications in any terms of the Vendor’s proposal or any parts thereof. 
c) Conduct oral interviews/discussions or presentations necessary to select the best value Vendor and/or to 

obtain competitive pricing.  
d) Reject and/or disqualify any or all proposals received, to award contracts for individual products or services 

as may appear advantageous, and to negotiate separately in any manner necessary to serve the best interest of 
HCDE/CP and/or CP members. 

e) Waive any formalities, technicalities, or other defects if deemed in the best interest of HCDE/CP and/or CP 
members; Request clarification and/or correction of Vendor(s) for the purpose of eliminating minor errors, 
clerical errors, and/or non-substantive irregularities. 

f) Be the sole judge of quality and equality. 
g) Award one or more contracts, in part or in whole, to a single or to multiple Vendors, in HCDE/CP sole 

discretion. 
h) Make all decisions regarding this RFP, including, without limitation, the right to decide whether a proposal

HCDE/CP assumes no financial responsibility for any costs incurred by Vendors in developing and submitting 
a proposal or any amendments or addenda, participating in pre-proposal meetings, participating in any 
negotiation sessions or discussions, or any other costs incurred by Vendors pursuant to this RFP. 
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3.1.7 Compliance with Specifications and Contract    
Vendors are requested to submit a proposal offering their total line of available products and services that are 
commonly purchased by governmental entities, school districts, and other public, not-for-profit agencies and 
organizations.  Proposals shall be deemed responsive if they comply with all material and administrative 
aspects of this RFP.  Vendors are required to respond to all requests identified in this RFP and indicate their 
acceptance or objection to the terms of the RFP and the Contract terms in section 5 Terms and Conditions. Any 
exceptions to the terms and conditions in the RFP or the Contract must be clearly indicated in the Vendor’s 
submitted proposal.  Deviations or exceptions stipulated in a Vendor’s response may result in disqualification.  
Any language to the effect that the Vendor does not consider this RFP to be part of a contractual obligation 
may result in the Vendor’s proposal being disqualified. Each Vendor, by making its proposal, represents that 
the Vendor has read and understands the RFP and the Contract. 
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4.0  EVALUATION AND AWARD 

4.1. Award of Contract    
 In accordance with applicable laws, rules, and regulations for public procurement, award(s) will be made to the 

responsible Vendor(s) whose proposal(s) is/are determined after evaluation by HCDE/CP to be the best value to 
HCDE/CP and to CP members. To qualify for evaluation, a proposal must have been submitted on time and must 
materially satisfy all mandatory requirements identified in this document. 

 
4.2. Market Basket Survey 
 HCDE/CP reserves the right, in its sole discretion, to use a “Market Basket Survey” method, based on randomly 

selected criteria to determine the most advantageous proposal(s). 
 
4.3. Competitive Range 
 It may be necessary for HCDE/CP to establish a competitive range of acceptable proposals as part of the 

evaluation process. Proposals not in the competitive range are unacceptable and will not receive further award 
consideration. 

 
4.4. Conflict of Interest 

In accordance with federal EDGAR requirements, 2 CFR § 318(c)(1), no employee, officer, or agent may 
participate in the selection, award, or administration of a contract supported by a federal award if he or she has a 
real or apparent conflict of interest. Such a conflict of interest would arise when the employee, officer, or agent, 
any member of his or her immediate family, his or her partner, or an organization which employs or is about to 
employ any of the parties indicated herein, has a financial or other interest in or a tangible personal benefit from 
a firm considered for a contract.  

The officers, employees, and agents of HCDE may neither solicit nor accept gratuities, favors, or anything of 
monetary value from contractors or parties to subcontracts.  However, through HCDE’s written procedures, 
HCDE has set a de minimis amount of less than $50 per year for items that are unsolicited and of minimal value 
and promotional items. 

Violations of this standard by an employee will be reported to the Superintendent’s Office and addressed through 
HCDE’s personnel policies. Violations of this standard by an officer or the Superintendent shall be addressed to 
the Board President and addressed through HCDE Board policies. 

 
4.5. Deviations and Exceptions to Requirements  
 Deviations or exceptions stipulated in a Vendor’s response may result in disqualification. Any language to the 

effect that the Vendor does not consider this RFP to be part of a contractual obligation may result in the Vendor’s 
proposal being disqualified. 

 
4.6. Clarification and/or Discussions 
 HCDE/CP may request clarification from Vendor(s) for the purpose of eliminating minor errors, clerical errors, 

and/or non-substantive irregularities. Clarification does not give a Vendor the opportunity to revise, change, or 
modify its proposal in any way except to the extent of correction of the error. Discussion between HCDE/CP and 
Vendor can also take place after the initial receipt of proposals. HCDE/CP reserves the right to conduct 
discussions with all, some, or none of the Vendor submitting proposals. HCDE/CP will not assist the Vendor in 
the revision or modification of its proposal, nor will HCDE/CP assist the Vendor in bringing its proposal to the 
same level of other proposals received by HCDE/CP.

All submitted questions and answers will 
be listed online.  Questions will not be answered verbally or by phone. 
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4.7. No Guarantee of Quantities  
 HCDE/CP makes no guarantee or commitment of any kind concerning quantities that will actually be purchased 

under this RFP and the resulting contract, if any. HCDE/CP makes no guarantee or commitment of any kind 
regarding usage of any contracts resulting from this RFP. 

 
4.8. Minority and Women’s Business Enterprise (MWBE), Historically Under-utilized Business (HUB) and 

Small Business Enterprise (SBE) Participation 
 HCDE/CP encourages the use of HUB, MWBE, and SBE both as prime and subcontractors.  However, these 

entities must meet the same minimum standards and requirements as the prime contractor.  It will be the 
responsibility of the prime contractor to pre-qualify any subcontractors offered as HUB, MWBE and SBE 
participants.  Some CP members have specific goals for subcontracting requirements and will require that a plan 
be attached to meet their goals.   The Vendor shall also indicate on their submitted proposals whether or not they 
are a HUB, MWBE, or SBE vendor and with whom they are certified, e.g., State, City, Federal. 

 
4.9. Formation of Contract (Execution of Offer) 
 A response to this RFP is an offer to contract with HCDE/CP based upon the terms, conditions, scope of work, 

and specifications contained in this RFP. An RFP does not become a contract unless and until it is accepted by 
HCDE/CP after approval by the HCDE Board of Trustees.  A contract is formed when either HCDE’s 
Superintendent or Assistant Superintendent for Business Support Services signs the Signature Form. The Vendor 
must submit a signed Signature Form, thus eliminating the need for the formal signing of a separate contract. 

 
4.10. Multiple Awards  
 HCDE/CP reserves the right to award contracts to multiple vendors. The decision to award multiple contracts, 

award only one contract, or to make no awards rests solely with HCDE/CP. HCDE/CP may make multiple 
awards; this fact should be taken into consideration by each Vendor. 

 
4.11. Non-Exclusive Contract  
 Any contract resulting from this RFP is non-exclusive and shall be awarded with the understanding and Contract 

that it is for the sole convenience of HCDE/CP and CP members. HCDE/CP and CP members are free to have 
multiple contracts for the awarded products and/or services and may initiate other procurement solicitations or 
procurement activity with other suppliers at any time, at HCDE’s or CP members’ sole discretion. 

 
4.12. Disqualification 
 A Vendor may be disqualified before or after the proposals are opened upon evidence of collusion with the intent 

to defraud or evidence of intent to perform other illegal activities for the purpose of obtaining an unfair 
competitive advantage.  If it is found that vendor is out of compliance with a current contract at Choice Partners, 
they can be disqualified with cause. 

 
4.13. Environmental Initiatives  
 HCDE/CP is committed to reducing waste and promoting energy conservation.  Toward that end, Vendors 

responding to this solicitation are encouraged to provide their company’s environmental policy and green 
initiative. 

 
4.14. Interpretation  
 This solicitation represents the basis for any award and supersedes all prior offers, negotiations, exceptions and 

understandings (whether orally or in writing). Submitted proposals should be self-explanatory and should not 
require any clarification or additional information. 

 
4.15. No Return of Proposals  
 Once submitted, HCDE/CP will not return proposals to Vendor. 
 
4.16. Non-Collusion Statement 
 Vendors are required to certify a Non-Collusion Statement. (See Section 10.0 Attachments) Vendors are 

required to state the party submitting a proposal or bid, that such proposal or bid is genuine and not collusive or 
sham; that Vendor has not colluded, conspired, connived or agreed, directly or indirectly, with an entity or person, 
to put in a sham proposal or bid or to refrain from proposing , and has not in any manner, directly or indirectly, 
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sought by Contract or collusion, or communication or conference, with any person, to fix the proposed price or 
of any other vendor, or to fix any overhead, profit or cost element of said proposed  price, or of that of any other 
vendor, or to secure any advantage against HCDE/CP or any person interested in the proposed contract, and that 
all statements in said proposal are true.  

 
4.17. Open Records Policy  
 HCDE/CP is a governmental body subject to the Texas Public Information Act. Proposals submitted 

to HCDE/CP as a result of this RFP may be subject to release as public information after contracts are executed 
or the procurement is terminated. If a Vendor believes that its response, or parts of its response, may be exempted 
from disclosure under Texas law, the Vendor must specify page-by-page and line-by-line the parts of the response 
which it believes are exempt. In addition, the Vendor must specify which exception(s) to the Texas Public 
Information Act are applicable and provide detailed reasons to substantiate the exception(s). Vague or general 
claims to confidentiality will not be accepted. HCDE/CP assumes no obligation or responsibility relating to the 
disclosure or nondisclosure of information submitted by Vendors. 

 
4.18. Preferences 
 HCDE/CP may apply applicable preferences for Texas resident Vendors in the event of a tie bid. Preferences 

must be explicitly claimed by Vendor and may not be applicable in procurements and/or contracts involving 
federal funds unless the procurement and/or contract involves unprocessed locally grown or locally raised 
agricultural products for use by HCDE/CP in a Child Nutrition Program. See TEXAS GOV’T. CODE §2252.001-
.004; 2 C.F.R. § 200.319. 

 
4.19. Responsible Vendor  
 A responsible vendor is a vendor who has adequate financial resources (or the ability to obtain such resources), 

can comply with the delivery requirements, and is a qualified and established firm regularly engaged in the type 
of business that provides the items listed herein. 

 
4.20. Responsive Proposal 
 Proposals shall be deemed responsive if they comply with all material and administrative aspects of this RFP. 
 
4.21. Similar Products 
 Whenever product(s) is(are) referred by HCDE/CP in this solicitation by describing a proprietary product or by 

using the name of a manufacturer or brand name, the term “or equal” if not inserted shall be implied, as 
applicable.  The specified product(s) shall be understood as indicating type, function, minimum standard of 
design, efficiency and quality desired and shall not be construed as to exclude other manufactured products or 
comparable quality, design and efficiency, as applicable. 

 
4.22 Material Changes  
 If a material change to a contract entered into between HCDE/CP and Vendor occurs, then the contract will not 

be renewed upon the conclusion of its term.  Upon the expiration of the term, HCDE/CP may issue a new RFP 
for the goods or services procured under the previously-existing contract.  Material change means a modification 
that substantially exceeds the terms of the original contract between HCDE/CP and Vendor.

This Contract is entered into between HCDE/CP and Vendor, having submitted a proposal in response to this RFP issued 
by HCDE/CP and whose proposal has been accepted and awarded by HCDE.  In consideration of the mutual covenants 
and conditions contained in this Contract and other good and valuable consideration, the receipt and sufficiency of which 
are hereby acknowledged, HCDE/CP and Vendor, intending to be legally bound, and subject to the terms, conditions, and 
provisions of this Contract, agree as follows: 
 
5.1. Definitions   

The terms used in this Contract shall have the meanings assigned to them in Section 1.0 Notice of Intent of the 
RFP.  

 
5.2. Use of Contract by CP members   

Vendor agrees and understands that this RFP and Contract may be used to accomplish work for HCDE/CP, a 
local governmental entity.  Vendor further agrees and understands that this RFP and Contract may also be utilized 
by CP members pursuant to the piggyback method, as contemplated in the U.S. Department of Agriculture 
Memorandum SP 35-2012, Procuring Services of Purchasing Cooperatives, Group Purchasing Organizations, 
Group Buying Organizations, etc. (“SP 35-2012).  Vendor agrees and understands that CP members include 
“school food authorities,” as that term is used in SP 35-2012.  

 
5.3. Contract Terms; Amendment   

The terms and conditions of this Contract shall govern all procurements conducted hereunder.  No pre-published 
terms on Vendor’s Purchase Order, acknowledgments, invoices, or other forms shall have any force or effect 
unless expressly agreed to by the CP member and Vendor.  No amendment of this Contract shall be permitted 
unless and until first approved in writing by HCDE/CP and, if necessary, the CP member(s), and no such 
amendment shall have any effect unless and until a written amendment to this Contract is executed by the HCDE 
Superintendent or his designee after any necessary approvals have been obtained from the HCDE Board of 
Trustees.  In the event that a Vendor has an existing HCDE/CP contract in the same contract title, upon award 
the new contract will immediately supersede the older contract. 
 

5.4. Term of Contract; Renewal of Contract   
The initial term of this Contract is for a period of one (1) year, with HCDE/CP having the option to renew the 
Contract for four (4) additional one-year terms, at HCDE’s sole discretion, unless otherwise specified in Section 
6.0 Scope of Proposal.  Consequently, the total term of the Contract may be for a period of five (5) years.  The 
phrase “Term” in this Contract shall mean the then-current Term of the Contract, whether an initial term or a 
renewal term. 

 
5.5. Termination of Contract; Survival  

This Contract shall remain in effect until (1) the Contract expires by its terms or (2) the Contract is terminated 
by mutual consent of HCDE/CP and Vendor.  All Supplemental Contracts, purchase orders, and/or orders for 
goods or services issued by HCDE and/or CP members and accepted by Vendor shall survive the expiration or 
termination of this Contract.  During the term of any Supplemental Contract entered into between Vendor and a 
CP member, all terms of this Contract shall continue to apply to the Supplemental Contract. 
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In the event of a breach or default of the Contract and/or the RFP by Vendor, HCDE/CP reserves the right to 
enforce the performance of the Contract in any manner prescribed by law or deemed to be in the best interest of 
HCDE/CP and/or CP members. HCDE/CP further reserves the right to terminate the Contract immediately in the 
event Vendor fails to: (1) meet schedules, deadlines, and/or delivery dates within the time specified in the RFP, 
this Contract, and/or a Purchase Order; (2) make any payments owed; or (3) otherwise perform in accordance 
with this Contract and/or the RFP. HCDE/CP also reserves the right to terminate the Contract immediately, with 
written notice to Vendor, if HCDE/CP believes, in its sole discretion that it is in the best interest of HCDE/CP 
and/or CP members to do so. 
 
In the event that a material change to the terms of the Contract occurs, then the Contract shall be allowed to 
expire and shall not be renewed upon the conclusion of the Contract’s term. The phrase “material change” in this 
paragraph shall mean a modification that substantially exceeds the terms of the original contract between 
HCDE/CP and Vendor.  Upon the expiration of the Contract’s term, HCDE/CP may issue a new RFP for the 
goods or services procured under the previous contract.  

 
 Vendor agrees that HCDE/CP shall not be liable for damages in the event that HCDE/CP declares Vendor to be 

in default or breach of this Contract and/or the RFP. Vendor further agrees that upon termination of the Contract 
for any reason, Vendor shall, in good faith and with  reasonable cooperation, aid in the transition to any new 
arrangement and/or Vendor. 

 
5.6. Buy America Act; Prevailing Wage Rates   

Buy American Act 
HCDE/CP and CP members have a preference for domestic end products for supplies acquired for use in the 
United States when spending federal funds.  As required by the Buy American provision, all products must be of 
domestic origin as required by 7 CFR Part 210.21(d).  Many CP members participate in the National School 
Lunch Program and School Breakfast Program and are required to use the nonprofit food service funds, to the 
maximum extent practical, to buy domestic commodities or products for Program meals.  A “domestic 
commodity or product” is defined as one that is either produced in the U.S. or is processed in the U.S. 
substantially using agricultural commodities that are produced in the U.S. as provided in 7 CFR Part 210.21(d). 
 
Exceptions to the Buy American provision should be used as a last resort; however, an alternative or exception 
may be approved by the CP member, upon request.  To be considered for the alternative or exception, the request 
must be submitting in writing to a designated official of the CP member, in advance of delivery; CP members 
may set a deadline for such requests to be submitted by Vendor.  The request must include:  

(a) the alternative substitute(s) that are domestic and meet the required specifications:  
(i) Price of the domestic food alternative substitute(s); and 
(ii) Availability of the domestic alternative substitute(s) in relation to the quantity ordered. 

(b) the reason for exception: limited/lack of availability or price (include price): 
(i) Price of the domestic food product; and 
(ii) Price of the non-domestic product that meets the required specification of the domestic 

product. 
 
If requested by HCDE or a CP member, Vendor agrees to provide certification of the domestic content in the 
parts, components, and other elements contained in the product, including specific information about the 
percentage of U.S. content from the supplier (i.e., manufacturer or distributor).  In the event Vendor or Vendor’s 
supplier(s) are unable or unwilling to make such certification, HCDE/CP members may decide not to purchase 
from Vendor.  HCDE/CP members may also require country of origin on all products and invoices submitted for 
payment by Vendor, and Vendor agrees to comply with any such requirement.    
   

 Prevailing Wage Rates 
 Vendor and all subcontractors of Vendor shall comply with all laws regarding prevailing wage rates, including, 

but not limited to, TEX. GOV’T. CODE Chapter 2258, applicable to the construction of a public work, and any 
related federal requirements, including the DAVIS-BACON ACT.  In the event TEX. GOV’T. CODE Chapter 
2258 applies to a product or service provided by Vendor to HCDE/CP or a CP member, Vendor and any 
subcontractor(s) shall comply with the prevailing wage rates set by HCDE/CP or the CP member. 
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5.7. Change Orders   
 Pursuant to TEX. EDUC. CODE § 44.0411(a), for HCDE/CP and CP members that are Texas school districts, if 

a change in plans or specifications is necessary after the performance of a Purchase Order has begun or if it is 
necessary to decrease or increase the quantity of work to be performed or of materials, equipment, or supplies to 
be furnished, the CP member may approve change orders making the changes.  The total Purchase Order price 
may not be increased because of the changes unless additional money for increased costs is approved for that 
purpose from available money or is provided for by the authorization of the issuance of time warrants.  The CP 
member may grant general authority to an administrative official to approve the change orders.  A Purchase 
Order with an original contract price of $1 million or more may not be increased under TEX. EDUC. CODE § 
44.0411(a) by more than 25 percent.  If a change order for a Purchase Order with an original contract price of 
less than $1 million increases the contract amount to $1 million or more, the total of the subsequent change orders 
may not increase the revised contract amount by more than 25 percent of the original contract price. 

 
5.8. Compliance with Laws   
 Vendor shall comply with all applicable federal, state, and local laws, statutes, ordinances, standards, orders, 

rules, and regulations, including, as applicable, workers’ compensation laws, minimum and maximum salary and 
wage statutes and regulations, prompt payment and licensing laws and regulations, the DAVIS-BACON ACT 
(40 U.S.C. § 276a / 29 CFR Part 5), the Copeland “Anti-Kickback” Act (18 U.S.C. § 874 / 29 CFR Part 5), the 
Equal Opportunity Employment requirements (Executive Orders 11246 and 11375 / 41 CFR Chapter 60), the 
McNamara-O’Hara Service Contract Act (41 U.S.C. 351), Section 306 of the Clean Air Act (42 U.S.C. § 1857h, 
Section 508 of the Clean Water Act (33 U.S.C. § 1368), Executive Order 11738, Environmental Protection 
Agency regulations (40 CFR Part 15), the Contract Work Hours and Safety Act (40 U.S.C. § 3701-3708; 29 
C.F.R. Part 5),  the Uniform Administrative Requirements, Cost Principles, and Audit Requirements for Federal 
Awards (2 CFR Part 200), the Education Department General Administrative Regulations, 2 C.F.R. Parts 200 and 
3474, and 34 C.F.R. Parts 75-77 and 81 (“EDGAR”), mandatory standards and policies contained in the state 
energy conservation plan issued in compliance with the Energy Policy and Conservation Act (Pub. L. 94-163, 
89 Stat. 871), and all applicable requirements and regulations, including those related to reporting, patent rights, 
copyrights, data rights and those mandated by federal agencies making awards of federal funds to HCDE/CP 
and/or CP members. Vendor understands that Vendor is ineligible to receive a contract award with HCDE/CP if 
Vendor if listed on the government wide exclusions in the System for Award Management (Debarment and 
Suspension Orders Executive Orders 12549 and 12689) or is 30 days or more delinquent in paying child support 
(Tex. Fam. Code § 231.006). For the entire duration of this Contract, Vendor and all subcontractors shall maintain 
all required licenses, certifications, permits, and any other documentation necessary to perform this Contract.  
All permits will be acquired by Vendor and invoiced to the CP member at cost as part of the Purchase Order, 
unless the permits are provided by the CP member.  Vendor must comply with all state and local building code 
requirements unless otherwise specifically provided in the CP member’s Purchase Order, and Vendor must pay 
all fees and charges for connections to outside services and for use of property outside the project site.  The states 
of individual CP members may have regulations and laws that govern payment retention and progress payments 
for public projects. Vendor is responsible for being acquainted with and complying with each state’s 
requirements.  When required or requested by HCDE/CP or a CP member, Vendor shall furnish HCDE/CP and/or 
the CP member with satisfactory proof of Vendor’s compliance with this provision.   

 
5.9. Confidentiality   
 Vendor and HCDE/CP agree to secure the confidentiality of all information and records in accordance with 

applicable federal and state laws, rules, and regulations.  Vendor and HCDE/CP understand that the Family 
Educational Rights and Privacy Act (FERPA), 20 U.S.C. § 1232g, governs the privacy and security of 
educational records and information and agree to abide by FERPA rules and regulations, as applicable.  Vendor 
also acknowledges that HCDE/CP and numerous CP members are subject to the Texas Public Information Act, 
and Vendor waives any claim against and releases from liability HCDE/CP and CP members, their respective 
officers, employees, agents, and attorneys with respect to disclosure of information provided under or in this 
Contract or otherwise created, assembled, maintained, or held by Vendor, HCDE, or a CP member and 
determined by HCDE/CP or the CP member, the Attorney General of Texas, or a court of law to be subject to 
disclosure under the Texas Public Information Act. 
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5.10. Performance and Payment Bonds   
Vendor agrees to provide performance bonds and/or payment bonds as required by law, based on the amount or 
estimated amount of any Purchase Order for a public work contract, which is defined as a contract for 
constructing, altering, or repairing a public building or carrying out or completing any public work.  TEX. 
GOV’T. CODE § 2253.001(4).  Pursuant to TEX. GOV’T. CODE § 2253.021, a performance bond is required 
if a Purchase Order is in excess of $100,000 for CP members that are governmental entities subject to Chapter 
2253; a payment bond is required if a Purchase Order is in excess of $25,000 for CP members that are 
governmental entities subject to Chapter 2253 and are not municipalities or a joint board created under 
Subchapter D, Chapter 22 of the Tex. Transp. Code, and a payment bond is required if a Purchase Order is in 
excess of $50,000 for CP members that are governmental entities subject to Chapter 2253 and are municipalities 
or a joint board created under Subchapter D, Chapter 22 of the TEX. TRANSP. CODE.    

 
5.11. Title and Risk of Loss   

Whenever HCDE/CP or a CP member is purchasing (and not leasing) a product under this Contract, title and risk 
of loss shall pass upon the later of HCDE/CP or the CP member’s acceptance of the product or payment of the 
applicable invoice. 

 
5.12. Warranty Conditions  

All product(s) and/or service(s) provided by the Vendor under this Contract must be warranted to be free from 
defects in material, workmanship, and free from such defects in design for a period of one (1) year upon the later 
of HCDE’s or the CP member’s acceptance of the product and/or service or payment of the applicable invoice. 
Vendor warrants that all products and/or services furnished under this Contract shall conform in all respects to 
the terms of this Contract, including any drawings, specifications, and/or standards incorporated herein, 
including, without limitation, those detailed in the RFP and Purchase Order. In addition, Vendor warrants that 
products and/or services are suitable for and will perform in accordance with the purposes for which they are 
intended. Vendor shall assume all liabilities incurred within the scope of consequential damages and incidental 
expenses, as set forth in the Vendor or manufacturer’s warranty, which result from either delivery or use of 
product, which does not meet the specifications within this Contract, the RFP, or Purchase Order. 

 
5.13. Criminal History Review  

Section 10.0 Attachment–SB 9 Contractor Certification: Contractor Employees (Required) and 
Attachment–SB 9 Contractor Certification: Subcontractor Form (If Applicable) must be submitted with 
packet, if applicable. 

 
 Prior to commencing any work under the Contract, if Vendor contracts with HCDE/CP to provide services, 

Vendor must certify, on the form provided herein, that for each covered employee of Vendor who will have direct 
contact with students, Vendor has obtained, as required by TEX. EDUC. CODE Section 22.0834: (a) state 
criminal history record information from a law enforcement or criminal justice agency or a private entity that is 
a consumer reporting agency governed by the Fair Credit Reporting Act (15 U.S.C. Section 1681 et seq.) for 
each covered employee of Vendor employed before January 1, 2008; and (b) national criminal history record 
information for each employee of Vendor employed on or after January 1, 2008. Vendor must also obtain similar 
certifications of compliance with TEX. EDUC. CODE, Chapter 22 requirements from any subcontractors on the 
form provided herein. Covered employees with disqualifying criminal history are prohibited from serving at 
HCDE/CP or at CP school district members’ locations; Vendor and any subcontracting entity may not permit a 
covered employee to provide services at a school if the employee has been convicted of a felony or misdemeanor 
offense that would prevent a person from being employed under TEX. EDUC. CODE § 22.085(a) (i.e., Title 5 
felony or an offense requiring registration as a sex offender and victim was under 18 years of age or was enrolled 
in a public school at the time the offense occurred). The criminal history record information review obligation 
applies only if Vendor contracts with HCDE/CP to provide services; it does not apply to a contract for the 
purchase of goods, products or real estate. 

 
5.14. Customer Support   

Vendor shall provide timely and accurate technical advice and sales support to HCDE/CP staff, and CP members. 
Vendor shall respond to requests for customer support within one (1) business day after receipt of the request. 
Vendor shall provide training to HCDE/CP staff and/or CP members regarding products and/or services supplied 
by Vendor, at no additional charge, if requested by HCDE/CP or a CP member. 
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5.15. HCDE/CP and/or CP members’ Property   

In the event of loss, damage, or destruction of any property owned by or loaned by HCDE/CP or a CP member 
that is caused by Vendor or Vendor’s representative, agent, employee, or contractor, Vendor shall indemnify 
HCDE/CP or the CP member and pay to HCDE/CP or the CP member the full value of or the full cost of repair 
or replacement of such property, whichever is greater, within thirty (30) days of Vendor’s receipt of written 
notice of HCDE’s or the CP member’s determination of the amount due. If Vendor fails to make timely payment, 
HCDE/CP or the CP member may obtain such money from Vendor by any means permitted by law, including, 
without limitation, offset or counterclaim against any money otherwise due to Vendor by HCDE/CP or the CP 
member. 

 
5.16. Tax Exempt Status   

HCDE/CP and all CP members that are Texas governmental entities or agencies are exempt from payment of 
Texas State Sales Taxes under TEXAS TAX CODE§ 151.310 for the purchase of tangible personal property.  
Laws of other states govern the tax status of CP members in states other than Texas. Vendor represents and 
warrants that it shall pay all taxes or similar amounts resulting from this Contract, including, without limitation, 
any federal, state, or local income, sales or excise taxes of Vendor or its employees. HCDE/CP and CP members 
shall not be liable for any taxes resulting from this Contract, except where otherwise required by law. 

 
5.17. Other State Tax Requirements 
 

5.17.1. Payment of Taxes by CP members Outside of Texas – CP members outside of Texas will pay only the 
rate and/or amount of taxes identified in Vendor’s proposal submitted in response to the RFP as 
appropriate to the specific CP member. 

 
5.17.2. State and Local Transaction Privilege Taxes – The CP member is subject to all applicable state and local 

transaction privilege taxes. Transaction privilege taxes apply to the sales of products and are the sole 
responsibility of Vendor, as the seller, to remit. Failure to remit taxes from HCDE/CP and/or the CP 
member, as the buyer, does not relieve Vendor, as the seller, from its obligation to remit taxes. 

 
5.18. State of Texas Franchise Tax   

By submitting a proposal in response to the RFP, Vendor certifies that Vendor is not currently delinquent in 
Vendor’s payment of any franchise taxes or other taxes owed to the State of Texas. 

 
5.19. Tax Responsibilities of Vendor and Indemnification for Taxes   

Vendor is responsible for complying with the tax laws of states and the federal government.  Vendor and all 
subcontractor(s) of Vendor shall pay all federal, state, and local taxes applicable to Vendor’s operation, any 
persons employed by Vendor, and all subcontractors of Vendor. Vendor shall require all subcontractors to hold 
HCDE/CP and the CP member harmless from any responsibility for taxes, damages, and interest. If applicable, 
contributions required under federal, state, and/or local laws and regulations and any other costs, including, but 
not limited to, transaction privilege taxes, unemployment compensation insurance, Social Security, and Worker’s 
Compensation, shall be the sole responsibility of Vendor. 
 

5.20. IRS W-9   
To receive payment under this Contract, Vendor shall have a current I.R.S. W-9 Form on file with the CP 
member. 

 
5.21. Assignment of Contract  

Vendor may not assign this Contract or any of its rights, duties or obligations hereunder without the prior written 
approval of HCDE.  Any attempted assignment of this Contract by Vendor shall be null and void.  Any Purchase 
Order made as a result of this Contract may not be transferred, assigned, subcontracted, mortgaged, pledged, or 
otherwise disposed of or encumbered in any way by Vendor without the prior written approval of HCDE/CP and, 
if applicable, the CP member.   
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5.22. Notification of Material Change   
Vendor is required to notify HCDE/CP when any material change in operations occurs, including changes in 
distribution rights for awarded products, bankruptcy, material changes in financial condition, change of 
ownership, and the like, within three (3) business days of such change. 

 
5.23. Performance   

Vendor agrees to use commercially reasonable best efforts to provide the product(s) and/or service(s) subject to 
this Contract.  Vendor shall furnish all supervision, labor, tools, equipment, permits, licenses, transportation, 
insurance, material, and supplies necessary to complete any scope of work, Purchase Order under this Contract.  
Vendor shall use skilled, trained personnel, who shall be supervised by Vendor. 

 
5.24. Subcontractors   

If Vendor uses subcontractors in the performance of any part of this Contract, Vendor shall be fully responsible 
to HCDE/CP and CP members for all acts and omissions of the subcontractors.  Nothing in this Contract shall 
create for the benefit of any such subcontractor any contractual relationship between HCDE/CP and any such 
subcontractor, nor shall it create any obligation on the part of HCDE/CP or CP members to pay or to see to the 
payment of any monies due any such subcontractor except as may otherwise be required by law.  Vendor 
represents and warrants that it is willing, able, and capable of obtaining, supervising, and being responsible for 
any subcontractors who perform and/or provide products and services related to this Contract. 

 
5.25. Non-Appropriation   
 Renewal of this Contract, if any, will be in accordance with TEX. LOCAL GOV’T. CODE § 271.903 concerning 

non-appropriation of funds for multi-year contracts. Notwithstanding any other provision of this Contract or 
obligation imposed on HCDE/CP or any CP member by this Contract, HCDE/CP and CP members shall have 
the right to terminate this Contract, any Supplemental Contract, or Purchase Order without default or liability to 
Vendor resulting from such termination, effective as of the expiration of each budget period of HCDE/CP or any 
CP member if it is determined by HCDE/CP or any CP member, at their sole discretion, that there are insufficient 
funds to extend this Contract, any Supplemental Contract, any Purchase Order.  The parties agree that this 
Contract, any Supplemental Contract, and/or any Purchase Order are commitments of the current revenue of 
HCDE/CP and CP members only. 

 
5.26. Ordering Procedures   
 Purchase Orders are issued by HCDE/CP and/or CP members to the Vendor according to this Contract and any 

Supplemental Contract between HCDE/CP and the CP member. CP members must send Purchase Orders to 
HCDE/CP, unless otherwise stipulated by HCDE/CP.  HCDE/CP may request confirmation of receipt of the 
Purchase Order from Vendor.  

 
 HCDE/CP also may elect to require e-commerce functionality, in which Purchase Orders are sent directly to 

Vendor and reported by the CP member to HCDE/CP on a specified basis. The e-commerce approach must be 
approved by HCDE/CP prior to the start date of any Term of the Contract. 
 

5.27. Invoices; Payments 
 

5.27.1. Vendor shall submit invoices, in duplicate, directly to HCDE/CP or the CP member at the appropriate 
location(s) specified by HCDE/CP or the CP member. Each invoice shall include HCDE’s or the CP 
member’s Purchase Order number and HCDE/CP Contract Number. All invoices shall be itemized to 
include the type of product(s) and/or service(s) rendered. Vendor shall submit invoices within a timely 
manner during HCDE’s or the CP member’s fiscal year in which the product(s) and/or service(s) are 
purchased. The shipment tracking number or pertinent information for verification of HCDE’s or the 
CP member’s receipt shall be made available upon request by HCDE/CP or the CP member. 

 
5.27.2. HCDE/CP or the CP member will make payments directly to Vendor. HCDE/CP or the CP member 

placing the Purchase Order with Vendor shall alone be liable and/or responsible for payment for 
product(s) and/or service(s) ordered and must be invoiced directly by Vendor. Neither HCDE/CP nor 
any CP member shall be liable for the indebtedness of any one CP member. 
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5.27.3. TEX. GOV’T. CODE § 2251.021 shall govern when payments are due to the Vendor. Payments are due 
to Vendor by HCDE/CP and any CP member whose governing body meets only once a month or less 
frequently, within forty-five (45) days after the later of the following:  (1) the date HCDE/CP or the 
CP member receives the products and services under the Contract; (2)  the date the performance of the 
service under the Contract is completed; or (3)  the date HCDE/CP or the CP member receives an 
invoice for the products or service. For CP members whose governing bodies meet more than once a 
month or more often, payments are due by those CP members within thirty (30) days after the later of 
the following: (1) the date the CP member receives product(s) under the Contract; (2) the date the 
performance of the service under the Contract is completed; or (3) the date the CP member receives an 
invoice for product(s) or service(s). Vendor agrees to pay any subcontractors the appropriate share of 
the payment received from HCDE/CP or the CP member not later than the tenth (10th) day after the 
date the Vendor receives the payment from HCDE/CP or the CP member.   

 
 The exceptions to payments made by HCDE, a CP member, and/or Vendor listed in TEX. GOV’T. 

CODE § 2251.002 shall apply to this Contract. 
 

5.28. Reporting  
The Vendor shall provide HCDE/CP with a detailed monthly report showing the total dollar volume of all sales 
under this Contract for the previous month in Microsoft Excel format, in the format and with the information 
specified by HCDE/CP. Reports are due on the fifteenth (15) day of the month, after the close of the previous 
month and shall provide information regarding Purchase Orders during the previous month. Vendor is 
responsible for collecting and compiling all sales under this Contract from all CP members and submitting one 
(1) consolidated monthly report.  The monthly report shall include, at a minimum, the date of each Purchase 
Order, Purchase Order number, CP member name, city/town, and Purchase Order total dollar amount. Reports 
shall be submitted in an electronic format to HCDE/CP at 6005 Westview, Houston, Texas  77055, or 
electronically mailed to supplyreporting@choicepartners.org .  If it is found that vendor is out of compliance 
with a current contract at CP, they can be disqualified with cause. 

 
5.29. Pricing Changes  
 All prices and discount percentages in Vendor’s proposal shall be firm for the Term of this Contract. Pricing may 

be negotiated during the Contract renewal period. Vendor agrees to promptly lower the proportionate price of 
any product purchased through this Contract following a reduction in the price the Vendor is paying suppliers. 
All pricing submitted to HCDE/CP in Vendor’s proposal shall include the administrative fee to be remitted to 
HCDE/CP by Vendor. It is Vendor’s responsibility to keep all pricing up-to-date and on file with HCDE/CP. All 
price changes shall be presented to HCDE/CP for acceptance or rejection by HCDE/CP, in its sole discretion, 
using the same format as was accepted in Vendor’s original proposal; all price changes for products and/or 
services provided under this Contract must be approved, in writing, by HCDE/CP prior to taking effect.   

  
The following documentation shall be provided to support a request for a price change: 
• justification for change/increase 
• terms and conditions 
• market conditions 
• manufacturers’/distributors’ impact, if any 
 
 All price decreases shall be allowed for all products and/or services. 

 
5.30. HCDE/CP Administrative  Fee  

HCDE/CP will invoice Vendor for the HCDE/CP Administrative Fee of 2 %. The invoice will be based on total 
sales made through this Contract. Vendor shall remit payment of the HCDE/CP Fee to HCDE/CP no later than 
thirty (30) days following the end of the month.  Failure to pay the HCDE/CP Administrative Fee in a timely 
manner may result in Vendor breaching this Contract and may result in HCDE/CP suspending or terminating 
this Contract. Vendor shall honor and pay HCDE/CP the HCDE/CP Administrative Fee for any sales resulting 
from this Contract that occurred within thirty (30) days of the expiration or termination of this Contract.  All 
rebates, discounts, and other applicable credits granted by Vendor as a result of any Supplemental Contracts 
entered into between Vendor and CP members shall accrue exclusively to CP member(s).   
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Administrative Fee Incentive Clause  
 
Aggregate Year = September 1 – August 31 ( month following contract start date to 12 months later)  

• Gross sales above $5M invoiced by Choice Partners = 1.5% for remainder of 
aggregate year  

• Subsequent aggregate year = 1.75% and Vendor must maintain production of 
$5M to keep 1.75% fee for the next aggregate year.  

 
Task Orders/Job Orders  

• $2M or above - 1.5% only in the aggregate year they are invoiced  
• $1M or above - 1.75% only in the aggregate year they are invoiced

5.31. Records Retention   
Vendor shall maintain its records and accounts in a manner that shall assure a full accounting for all product(s) 
and/or service(s) provided by the Vendor to HCDE/CP and/or CP members under this Contract. These records 
and accounts shall be retained by Vendor and made available for review and copying by HCDE/CP and CP 
members for a period of not less than three (3) years from the date of completion of the service(s), receipt of 
product(s), the date of the receipt by HCDE/CP or the CP member of Vendor’s final invoice or claim for payment 
in connection with this Contract, or the date HCDE/CP or the CP member makes final payments and closes 
pending matters in connection with a federal grant, whichever is later. If an audit or a compliance review has 
been announced, the Vendor shall retain its records and accounts until such audit or compliance review has been 
completed. 
 
When federal funds are expended by HCDE or any CP member pursuant to this Contract, Vendor certifies that it 
will comply with the record retention requirements detailed in 2 CFR § 200.333.  Vendor further certifies that 
Vendor will retain all records as required by 2 CFR § 200.333 for a period of three years after grantees or sub-
grantees submit final expenditure reports or quarterly or annual financial reports, as applicable, and all other 
pending matters are closed. 

 
5.32. Right to Review, Audit and Inspect 

HCDE/CP, CP members, any federal agency that has awarded federal funds/grant(s) to HCDE/CP or a CP 
member, and the Comptroller General of the United States, and/or any of their authorized representatives, shall, 
upon written notice, have the right to audit and examine all of Vendor’s records and accounts relating to this 
Contract and inspect any project performed by the Vendor relating to this Contract.  Records subject to 
audit/review shall include, but are not limited to, all Purchase Orders resulting from this Contract and records 
which may have a bearing on matters in connection with the Vendor’s work for HCDE/CP and/or CP members, 
and shall be open to inspection and subject to audit/review and/or reproduction by HCDE/CP, CP member, and/or 
their authorized representative(s) to the extent necessary to adequately permit evaluation and verification of: 

 
5.32.1. Vendor’s compliance with this Contract and the requirements of the RFP. 
 
5.32.2. Compliance with procurement laws, policies, and procedures, including, without limitation, 

reviewing/comparing pricing on invoices and the appropriate RS Means unit price book for JOC work 
performed for HCDE/CP and/or CP members. 

 
5.32.3. Compliance with provisions for computing billings to HCDE/CP and/or to CP members. 
 
5.32.4. Any other matter related to this Contract. 

 
5.33. Indemnification   
 VENDOR SHALL INDEMNIFY AND HOLD HARMLESS HCDE/CP AND EACH CP MEMBER, 

INCLUDING HCDE’S AND CP MEMBERS’ TRUSTEES, OFFICERS, ADMINISTRATORS, EMPLOYEES, 
AND AGENTS, FROM ALL CLAIMS, LIABILITIES, COSTS, SUITS OF LAW OR IN EQUITY, 
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EXPENSES, ATTORNEYS’ FEES, FINES, PENALTIES OR DAMAGES ARISING FROM ACTS OR 
OMISSIONS OF VENDOR, VENDOR’S EMPLOYEES, AGENTS, OR SUBCONTRACTORS, IN 
CONNECTION WITH THIS CONTRACT, INCLUDING WITHOUT LIMITATION, THOSE ARISING 
FROM CLAIMED INFRINGEMENT OF ANY PATENTS, TRADEMARKS, COPYRIGHT OR OTHER 
CORRESPONDING RIGHT(S) WHICH IS RELATED TO ANY ITEM VENDOR IS REQUIRED TO 
DELIVER.  VENDOR’S OBLIGATIONS UNDER THIS CLAUSE SHALL SURVIVE ACCEPTANCE AND 
PAYMENT BY HCDE/CP OR THE CP MEMBER. 

 
5.34. Governing Law and Exclusive Venue  
 The laws of the State of Texas, without regard to its provisions on conflicts of laws, govern this Contract. Any 

dispute under this Contract involving HCDE/CP must be brought exclusively in the state and federal courts 
located in Houston, Harris County, Texas, and the parties hereby submit to the exclusive jurisdiction of said 
courts. Any dispute not involving HCDE/CP but involving a CP member and Vendor shall be governed by the 
laws of the state of the CP member, without regard to its provisions on conflicts of laws, and exclusive jurisdiction 
and venue shall lie in the city, county, and state of the CP member. 

 
5.35. Multiple Contract Awards; Non-Exclusivity  
 HCDE/CP reserves the right to award multiple contracts under the RFP, including multiple contracts for each 

product/service category. Product/Service categories are established at the sole discretion of HCDE/CP. Nothing 
in this Contract may be construed to imply that Vendor has the exclusive right to provide products and/or services 
to HCDE/CP and/or CP members. During the Term of this Contract, HCDE/CP and CP members reserve the 
right to use all available resources to procure other products and/or services as needed and doing so will not 
violate any rights of Vendor.  In the event that a Vendor has an existing HCDE/CP contract in the same contract 
title, upon award the new contract will immediately supersede the older contract. 

 
5.36        New Products   

New products that meet the specifications detailed in the RFP may be added to this Contract, with prior written 
approval from HCDE/CP. Pricing of any new products shall be equivalent to the percentage discount or proposed 
prices for other similar products. Vendor may replace or add products to the contract if:  the replacing products 
are equal to or superior to the original products offered or discounted in a similar degree or to a greater degree 
and the products meet the requirements of the RFP. No products may be added to avoid competitive procurement 
procedures. HCDE/CP may reject any proposed additions, without cause, in its sole discretion. 

 
5.37. No Substitution   

Any Purchase Order issued pursuant to this Contract shall conform to the specifications and descriptions 
identified in this Contract and the RFP.  Vendor shall not deliver substitutes without prior written authorization 
from HCDE/CP or the CP member. 

 
5.38 Penalties   

If the Vendor is unable to provide the product(s) or services at the prices quoted in Vendor’s proposal or if 
Vendor fails to fulfill or abide by the terms and conditions of the Contract, the RFP, or a Supplemental Contract, 
HCDE/CP or the CP member may take the following action(s), in the sole discretion of HCDE/CP or the CP 
member, and Vendor agrees to comply with the chosen action(s): 

 
5.38.1 Insist that the Vendor honor the quoted price(s) specified in Vendor’s proposal or the Supplemental 

Contract, as applicable; 
5.38.2 Have the Vendor pay the difference between the Vendor’s price and the price of the next acceptable 

proposal, as determined by HCDE/CP or the CP member;  
5.38.3 Have the Vendor pay the difference between Vendor’s price and the actual purchase price of the product 

or service on the open market; and/or  
5.38.4 Recommend to HCDE Board of Trustees that the Vendor no longer be given the opportunity to submit 

a proposal to HCDE/CP and/or that this Contract be terminated. 
 
5.39. Promotion of Contract Marketing Plan  
 The marketing of Vendor’s company, product, and/or services shall be the sole responsibility of Vendor.  

HCDE/CP may only supply Vendor with CP members’ contact lists that contain name, address, phone numbers, 
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and/or email addresses. Other items geared toward the joint-marketing of HCDE/CP and Vendor’s company, 
product, and/or services shall be at HCDE/CP’s sole discretion. Encouraging CP members to circumvent this 
Contract by purchasing directly from Vendor may result in suspension or termination of this Contract. For so 
long as this Contract is valid and enforceable between the parties, Vendor agrees to display the CP seal in its 
marketing collateral materials, such as Vendor’s website and related marketing materials. Vendor shall submit 
all promotional materials to HCDE/CP and obtain written approval before Vendor finalizes or publishes 
promotional material bearing the HCDE/CP or HCDE/CP name or seal. Vendor may not release any press release 
or other publication regarding this Contract or HCDE/CP unless and until HCDE/CP first approves the press 
release or publication in writing. 

 
5.40. Website Support   

Vendor agrees to cooperate with HCDE/CP in publicizing contract particulars on the CP website. Vendor also 
agrees to work with HCDE/CP in updating and maintaining current information on Vendor activities related to 
the Contract on the CP website. Vendor agrees to provide an electronic version of its logo for use on the CP 
website upon request and provide other information as reasonably requested by HCDE/CP to help ensure that 
the CP website is current and consistently updated. 

 
5.41. Safety  

Vendor, its subcontractor(s), and their respective employees shall comply fully with all applicable federal, state, 
and local safety and health laws, ordinances, rules, and regulations in the performance of services under this 
Contract, including, without limitation, those promulgated by HCDE/CP, CP members, and by the Occupational 
Safety and Health Administration (“OSHA”). In case of conflict, the most stringent safety requirements shall 
govern. Vendor shall comply with all other safety guidelines and standards as required by HCDE/CP or CP 
members. Vendor shall indemnify and hold HCDE/CP and/or the CP member harmless from and against all 
claims, demands, suits, actions, judgments, fines, penalties, and liability of every kind arising from the breach of 
Vendor’s obligations under this provision. 

 
5.42. Workforce   

Vendor shall employ only orderly and competent workers, skilled in the performance of the services, if any, 
which shall be performed under this Contract. Vendor, its employees, subcontractors, and subcontractor’s 
employees may not use, or possess any firearms-, alcoholic or other intoxicating beverages, illegal drugs or 
controlled substances while on the job or on HCDE/CP and CP members’ property, nor may such workers be 
intoxicated or under the influence of alcohol or drugs on HCDE/CP and CP members’ property. 

 
5.43. Supplemental Contracts    

A CP member and Vendor may enter into a separate, Supplemental Contract. Any Supplemental Contract 
developed as a result of this Contract and/or the RFP is exclusively between the CP member and Vendor and 
shall have no effect or impact on HCDE, any other CP member, or this Contract. Any Supplemental Contract 
between Vendor and a CP member is exclusively between that specific CP member and Vendor and will be 
subject to immediate cancellation by the CP member (without penalty to the CP member) if, in the opinion of 
the CP member, the quality, service, and specification requirements, and/or the terms and conditions are not 
maintained as stated in the Supplemental Contract.  Vendor shall promptly notify HCDE/CP of any Supplemental 
Contract executed between Vendor and a CP member.  Supplemental Contracts are entered into pursuant to the 
piggyback method delineated in the U.S. Department of Agriculture directive SP 35-2012.  

  
5.44. Insurance   

Vendor is required to provide HCDE/CP and/or the CP member with copies of certificates of insurance, naming 
HCDE/CP and/or the CP member as additional insured’s for Texas Workers Compensation and General Liability 
Insurance, within 14 business days of contract award and prior to the commencement of any work under 
this Contract.  Certificates of Insurance, name and address of Vendor, the limits of liability, the effective dates 
of each policy, and policy number shall be delivered to HCDE/CP and/or the CP member prior to commencement 
of any work under this Contract. The insurance company insuring Vendor shall be licensed in the State of Texas 
or the state in which the CP member is located, and shall be acceptable to HCDE/CP and/or the CP member. 
Vendor shall give HCDE/CP or the CP member a minimum of ten (10) days’ notice prior to any modifications 
or cancellation of said policies of insurance. Vendor shall require all subcontractors performing any work under 
or relating to this Contract to maintain coverage as specified below.  Vendor shall, at all times during the Term of 
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this Contract, maintain insurance coverage with not less than the type and requirements shown below. If the CP 
member has higher insurance requirements than those listed below, such may be added to the Purchase Order.  
Such insurance is to be provided at the sole cost of the Vendor. These requirements do not establish limits of Vendor’s 
liability. 

 
 All policies of insurance shall waive all rights of subrogation against HCDE, CP members, and HCDE/CP and CP 

members’ officers, employees and agents. 
 
 Upon request, certified copies of original insurance policies shall be furnished to HCDE/CP and/or to CP members. 
 
 HCDE/CP and the CP member, as requested, shall be named as an “additional insured” on insurance policies.  
 
 HCDE/CP and the CP member reserve the right to require additional insurance should HCDE/CP or the CP member 

deem additional insurance necessary, in their sole discretion. 
 

• Workers Compensation (with waiver of subrogation to HCDE/CP and the CP member)  Employer’s Liability, 
including all states, U.S. Longshoremen, Harbor Workers and other endorsements. 

 
• Statutory, and Bodily Injury by Accident:  $100,000 each employee.  Bodily Injury by Disease:  $500,000, policy 

limit $100,000 each employee. 
 
• Commercial General Liability Occurrence Form including, but not limited to, Premises and Operations, Products 

Liability Broad Form Property Damage, Contractual Liability, Personal and Advertising Injury Liability and 
where the exposure exists, coverage for watercraft, blasting collapse, and explosions, blowout, cratering and 
underground damage. $300,000 each occurrence Limit Bodily Injury and Property Damage combined. $300,000 
Products-Completed Operations Aggregate Limit $500,000 per Job Aggregate. $300,000 Personal and 
Advertising Injury Limit.  

 
• Automobile Liability Coverage: $300,000 Combined Liability Limits Bodily Injury and Property Damage 

Combined. 
 
5.45. Participation in HCDE/CP  

Vendor acknowledges and agrees that continued participation in the HCDE/CP cooperative purchasing program 
is subject to HCDE/CP’s sole discretion and that Vendor may be removed from the HCDE/CP program at any 
time, with or without cause, in HCDE/CP’s sole discretion. All work resulting from this Contract must cease 
immediately after completion of the final accepted Purchase Order. Nothing in this Contract or in any other 
communication between HCDE/CP and Vendor may be construed as a guarantee that HCDE/CP or CP members 
will submit any Purchase Order to Vendor at any time. 

 
5.46. No Agency or Endorsements  

It is the intention of the parties to this Contract that Vendor is independent of HCDE/CP and CP members, is an 
independent contractor, and is not an employee, agent, joint venturer, or partner of HCDE/CP or any CP member.  
Nothing in this Contract shall be interpreted or construed as creating or establishing the relationship of employer 
and employee, agent, joint venturer or partner, between HCDE/CP and Vendor, any CP member and Vendor, 
HCDE/CP and any of Vendor’s agents, or any CP member and any of Vendor’s agents. Vendor has no power or 
authority to assume or create any obligation or responsibility on behalf of HCDE/CP or any CP member, and 
HCDE/CP and HCE members have no power or authority to assume or create any obligation or responsibility on 
behalf of Vendor. This Contract shall not be construed to create or imply any partnership, agency, or joint venture, 
nor shall it be construed or deemed an endorsement of a specific company or product. Vendor agrees that 
HCDE/CP and CP members have no responsibility for any conduct of any of Vendor’s employees, agents, 
representatives, contractors, or subcontractors. 

 
5.47. Equal Opportunity 

It is the policy of HCDE/CP not to discriminate on the basis of race, color, national origin, gender, limited English 
proficiency or handicapping conditions in its programs. Vendor agrees not to discriminate against any employee 
or applicant for employment to be employed in the performance of this Contract, with respect to hire, tenure, 
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terms, conditions and privileges of employment, or a matter directly or indirectly related to employment, because 
of age (except where based on a bona fide occupational qualification), sex (except where based on a bona fide 
occupational qualification) or race, color, religion, national origin, or ancestry. Vendor further agrees that every 
subcontract entered into for the performance of this Contract shall contain a provision requiring non-
discrimination in employment herein specified, binding upon each subcontractor. Breach of this covenant may 
be regarded as a material breach of the Contract. 

 
5.48. Force Majeure   
 Neither HCDE, any CP member, or Vendor shall be deemed to have breached any provision of this Contract as 

a result of any delay, failure in performance, or interruption of service resulting directly or indirectly from acts 
of God, network failures, acts of civil or military authorities, civil disturbances, wars, energy crises, fires, 
transportation contingencies, interruptions in third-party telecommunications or Internet equipment or service, 
other catastrophes, or any other occurrences which are reasonably beyond HCDE, any CP member, or Vendor’s 
control. 

 
 HCDE, CP members, and Vendor are required to use due caution and preventive measures to protect against the 

effects of force majeure, and the burden of proving that a force majeure event has occurred shall rest on the party 
seeking relief under this provision. The party seeking relief due to force majeure is required to promptly notify 
the other parties in writing, citing the details of the force majeure event and relief sought, and shall resume 
performance immediately after the obstacles to performance caused by a force majeure event have been removed, 
provided the Contract has not been terminated.  Delay or failure of performance, by either party to this Contract, 
caused solely by a force majeure event, shall be excused for the period of delay caused solely by the force majeure 
event. HCDE, CP members, and Vendor shall not have any claim for damages against any other party resulting 
from delays caused solely by force majeure.  Notwithstanding any other provision of this Contract, in the event 
the Vendor’s performance of its obligations under this Contract is delayed or stopped by a force majeure event, 
HCDE/CP shall have the option to terminate this Contract.  This section shall not be interpreted as to limit or 
otherwise modify any of HCDE’s or CP members’ contractual, legal, or equitable rights. 

 
5.49. Severability   

In the event any one or more of the provisions contained in this Contract shall for any reason be held to be invalid, 
illegal, or unenforceable in any respect, such invalidity, illegality, or unenforceability shall not affect any other 
provisions, and the Contract shall be construed as if such invalid, illegal, or unenforceable provision had never 
been contained in it. 

 
5.50. Waiver   

No failure on the part of either party at any time to require the performance by the other party of any term hereof 
shall be taken or held to be a waiver of such term or in any way affect such party’s right to enforce such term, 
and no waiver on the part of either party of any term hereof shall be taken or held to be a waiver of any other 
term hereof or the breach thereof. No waiver, alteration, or modification of any of the provisions of this Contract 
shall be binding unless in writing and signed by duly authorized representatives of the parties hereto. 

 
5.51. Entire Agreement   
 The Contract, the RFP, Vendor’s proposal submitted in response to the RFP, the attached and incorporated 

attachments, addendum, and/or exhibits, if any, and the Supplemental Contract, if any, contain the entire 
agreement of the parties relative to the purpose(s) of the Contract and supersede any other representations, 
agreements, arrangements, negotiations, or understandings, oral or written, between the parties to this Contract.  
In the event of a conflict between this Contract and the RFP or Vendor’s proposal submitted in response to the 
RFP, this Contract shall control.  In the event of a conflict between the RFP and Vendor’s proposal submitted in 
response to the RFP, the RFP shall control. This Contract supersedes any conflicting terms and conditions on 
any Purchase Order, invoices, checks, order acknowledgements, forms, purchase orders, or similar commercial 
documents relating hereto and which may be issued by Vendor after the Effective Date of this Contract. 

 
 In addition to this Contract, a Supplemental Contract between Vendor and the CP member may be established to 

further detail the terms and conditions of the CP member’s specific project.  In the event of a conflict between 
this Contract and the Supplemental Contract, as to HCDE, this Contract shall prevail.  In the event of a conflict 
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between this Contract and the Supplemental Contract, as to the CP member, the Supplemental Contract shall 
prevail unless the Supplemental Contract states otherwise. 

 
5.52. Interpretation 

Vendor agrees that the normal rules of construction that requires that any ambiguities in this Contract are to be 
construed against the drafter shall not be employed in the interpretation of this Contract. 

 
5.53. Notice   

Any notice provided under the terms of this Contract by the parties to any other shall be in writing and shall be 
given by hand-delivery or by certified or registered mail, return receipt requested. Notice shall be sufficient if 
made or addressed to the party at the address listed in the signature line of this Contract. Notice shall be deemed 
effective upon receipt. Each party may change the address at which notice may be sent to that party by giving 
notice of such change to the other party by certified mail, return receipt requested. 

 
5.54. Captions   

The captions herein are for convenience and identification purposes only, are not an integral part hereof, and 
are not to be considered in the interpretation of any part hereof. 
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6.0 SCOPE OF PROPOSAL 
 

6.1. It is the intention of HCDE/CP to establish one or more contracts to furnish and/or deliver Security Officer 
Services (“Services”) from qualified security firms for HCDE/Choice Partners and purchasing cooperative 
members. 
 

6.2. Vendors are requested to submit a proposal offering their total line of available services that are commonly 
purchased by governmental entities and school districts.  Vendors are encouraged to offer any applicable terms 
and conditions should be included for any additional product or service.  HCDE/CP reserves the right to accept 
or reject any items included by Vendor in this section.  

 
 Awards will be made to the successful Vendor(s) for the total line of products and services submitted.  Proposals 

can be made for any or all services and products described herein. The terms and conditions listed below apply 
to all categories and lots within the security officer services.  Each category and lot contains additional terms, 
conditions, and specifications. If there is a conflict between category or lot terms and conditions and those listed 
below, the category or lot terms and conditions shall take precedence.  

 
a) Vendor is required to ensure that the Purchase Order  includes the following, as applicable: 

• The contract number, lump sum price, start date, schedule, and notice to proceed.  The schedule will 
include the mobilization, materials purchase, installation and delivery, design, weather, and site cleanup 
and inspection. No additional claims may be made for delays as a result of these items.  

  
• The date for commencing services and/or delivery of products (“work”). Upon commencing work, the 

Vendor will proceed diligently toward contract completion.  Any delay in the work beyond the Vendor’s 
control must be reported to the CP member’s authorized representative immediately. 

 
• Compensation for received products, terms of progress payments, and a schedule of payments. The CP 

member retains the right to extend the schedule of work/delivery time or to suspend the work and to 
direct the Vendor to resume work when appropriate.  The Purchase Order must describe an equitable 
adjustment for added costs caused by any suspension.  Any increases will be invoiced through 
HCDE/CP as allowed in the Contract or RFP. 

 
• A schedule for performance of work that can be met without planned overtime, which shall be Vendor’s 

responsibility. 
  
• Monthly progress reports must be given to the CP member by the Vendor. The specifics of what is 

reported should be described in the Purchase Order. 
 
• Terms for acceptance by the CP member and title to work must be clearly agreed upon and described. 

If any part of the work requires the CP member to assume control prior to the completion, this must be 
defined. Vendor and the CP member must agree on the definition of what constitutes final acceptance 
before payment of any retained compensation. 

 
b) After the Purchase Order is signed, a copy of the Purchase Order shall be sent to HCDE/CP’s business 

manager.  
 
c) Each individual Purchase Order may be limited to work at a single facility and will describe the Scope of 

Work to be performed. Descriptions may be written, by sketch, and/or by drawing and should include the 
location where work is to be performed, whether work may be performed during Regular Hours, the project 
completion time, and the price to be paid for the work.  

 
d) The Vendor shall perform the scope of work within the project completion time and for the fixed price of 

the Purchase Order. 
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e) No work shall be performed until a written Purchase Order has been signed by the Vendor and the CP 
member. Any work performed under a Purchase Order before the Vendor’s receipt of the written Purchase 
Order is at the Vendor’s risk. 

 
f) The Vendor is required to perform all work under a Purchase Order which has been issued and received 

before the expiration date of this Contract. If the Purchase Order is not received by the Vendor before the 
expiration date of this Contract, the Purchase Order will be considered cancelled. Purchase Orders sent in 
the last 30 days of a Term should be sent “Return Receipt Requested”.  Any Purchase Order issued during 
the Term of the Contract and not completed before the expiration date of the Contract must be completed 
within the completion/delivery time stated in the Purchase Order, and the rights and obligations of the 
Vendor and the CP member with respect to the Purchase Order will be the same as if the Purchase Order 
were completed during the Term of the Contract. 

 
g) The Vendor may not refuse to perform any project requested by a CP member unless such project is 

unlawful. 
 
h) The CP member also reserves the right not to issue a Purchase Order if in its best interest. The Vendor shall 

not recover any costs arising out of or related to the development of the Purchase Order.

Vendor(s) shall, at the request of HCDE/CP or 
any CP member, provide these covered services under the terms of this RFP and the Contract set forth in 
Section 5.0 Contract Terms and Conditions. Vendor shall assist the CP member with making a determination 
of its individual needs, as stated below.

 Choice Partners is looking to contract with an awarded vendor(s) for the current fiscal year ending August 31, 
 2017 and have four one year options to renew the contract yearly for fiscal years ending August 31, 2018, 
 2019, 2020, and 2021. HCDE estimates to use an aggregate of 10,880 hours of security officer services for 
 HCDE facilities on an annual basis at the locations listed.  
 
 Choice Partners cooperative membership is comprised of members throughout the United States including 
 schools districts, cities, counties, universities, community colleges, education service centers, non-profit 
 501(c)3, charter schools and private schools.

7.3 Minimum Requirements for Qualified Firms  
 
 Choice Partners is soliciting proposals from qualified firms to provide Security Officer Services (“Services”). 

The services shall be performed in accordance with the following minimum requirements:  
 

a) LICENSES - Proposer shall perform the Services in accordance with all licensing and operational 
requirements of local, state, and federal governmental authorities. If there is a conflict between these 
requirements and any other requirement set forth in the RFP, the more stringent requirement shall control.  
 
b) QUALIFICATIONS - Proposer agrees to adhere to the minimum qualifications identified herein. Proposer 
must provide documentation of the Officers’ commission, including by whom and when they were 
commissioned. Proposer shall furnish Choice Partners Member with proof of Texas Law Enforcement 
Certification and authority to carry weapons, as well as all other certifications required by all applicable local, 
state, and federal statutory and regulatory authorities for the performance of the Services. The qualifications of 
each security officer shall be subject to the approval of the Choice Partners Member. At all times during the 
Term of the Agreement, Proposer shall furnish adequate, qualified, and state certified personnel and equipment 
to perform the Services. Non-Compliance with this provision may result in rejection of Proposer’s 
proposal.  
 
c) SERVICE - Normal Service Hours shall be typically from Monday-Friday, from 7:30 a.m. to 5:30 p.m., 
excluding Choice Partners Member holidays. However, Choice Partners Member will identify the specific 
required service hours for Services. Additional service hours and/or additional security officers may be 
requested by Choice Partners Member at any time at the rate specified in the Proposal and Contract 
Documents, upon 24 hours prior notice by Choice Partners Member to the Proposer. Proposer acknowledges 
that the Services are to be performed in connection with occupied and in-use facilities of Choice Partners 
Member. It is imperative that the performance of the Services not interfere with, interrupt, or disrupt Choice 
Partners Member’s normal operations of its facilities. Proposer agrees to and shall comply with all rules, 
regulations, and requirements of Choice Partners Member and shall take all steps necessary to protect and 
guard the safety of the employees, general public, and invitees of Choice Partners Member.  
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This contract may be awarded to multiple vendors to be used by Choice Partners members.  Proposer shall hire 
and place personnel at the location(s) identified by Choice Partners Member who will remain at the site 
location(s) during their employment with Proposer. Frequent changes of on-site personnel shall be considered a 
breach of this Agreement and may result in termination of the Agreement. Frequent changes shall be 
determined by Choice Partners Member in its sole discretion. 
 
All of Proposer’s personnel providing Services hereunder shall be in uniform (supplied by Proposer or 
Proposer’s employee(s)) at all times while on Choice Partners Member’s property. The uniform shall be neat, 
clean, and kept in good physical condition. No non-Proposer/Choice Partners Member symbols, pins, buttons, 
or slogans may be applied to the uniform.  
 
d) REPLACEMENT/REMOVAL – Choice Partners Member may request a replacement or substitute 
security officer for the life of the Agreement if an assigned security officer fails to satisfactorily perform the 
Services or to comply with Choice Partners Member rules and regulations in the performance of the Services. 
Proposer shall remove a particular security officer from assignment from Choice Partners Member for the life 
of the Agreement upon receipt of a written or oral request from Choice Partners Member or its designated 
representative to do so. Proposer agrees to immediately replace any removed security officer with another, 
fully trained security officer acceptable to Choice Partners Member.  
 
e) REPORTS - Proposer shall make (as requested by Choice Partners Member) daily written reports and 
recommendations to the designated representative of Choice Partners Member, with copies of written materials 
prepared by the Proposer or made available to it as a result of the performance of the Services, including all 
police reports. All reports are confidential (oral and written) and should be given to the designated 
representative of Choice Partners Member.  
 
f) BACKGROUND CHECKS - Proposer shall provide upon request by Choice Partners Member, free 
background checks and area crime analysis reports. Proposer must be able to provide traffic control for special 
events as needed. Proposer will be responsible for filing misdemeanor and felony reports with the Harris 
County District Attorney, or the District Attorney of Choice Partners Member County.

between Harris County Department of Education 

& Bullard Independent School District 

Pursuant to the Interlocal Cooperation Act, Chapter 791 of the Texas Government Code, and 
Chapter 271 , Subchapter F of the Texas Local Government Code, and other s imilar, applicable 
laws of other states, thi s Interlocal Agreement ("Agreement") is made and entered into by and 
between Harri s County Department of Education ("HCDE"), located in Houston, Texas, and 
Bullard Independent School District , a local governmenta l entity and/or politi cal subdivision ("LGE"), 
located in Bullard (city), Texas (state), fo r the purpose of contracting for 
the performance of governm enta l fu nctions and services. The undersigned may be referred to in 
this Agreement individually as a " Party" and collectively as the "Parties." 

Preamble 
HCDE is a local governmenta l entity established to promote education in Harris County, Texas 
and is duly authorized to provide programs and services in the State of Texas. Both HCDE and 
LGE des ire to set forth, in writing, the terms and conditions of their agreement. 

General Terms and Conditions 
In consideration of the mutual covenants and conditions contained in this Agreement and other 
good and valuable consideration, the receipt and suffi ciency of which are hereby acknowledged, 
the parties, intending to be legally bound, agree as fo llows: 

I . Term. The term of this Agreement sha ll commence on the date of the first signature of this 
Agreement ("Effective Date") and shall automatically renew annua ll y, unless e ither Party 
g ives th irty (30) days prior written notice of non-renewal. 

2 . Agreement. The terms of this Agreement sha ll apply and w ill be considered a part of any 
addendum, purchase order, or contract for programs and services delivered by HCD E. This 
Agreement and the attached and incorporated addenda, purchase orders, or exhibits, if any, 
conta in the entire agreement of the parties, and there are no representations, agreements, 
arrangements, or undertakings, ora l or written, between the Parties to this Agreement other 
than those set forth in this Agreement and duly executed in writing. 

3. Purpose and Scope of Work. 
A. HCDE agrees to: 

• Provide LGE w ith descripti ve offerings of each of the programs and services that 
HC DE provides. 

• Provide programs and serv ices upon LG E's submission of independent contracts or 
purchase orders to HC DE and HCDE's acceptance thereof. HCDE's obligations to 
provide programs and services is contingent on HCDE acquiring and mainta in ing 
sufficient staffing through reasonable efforts to satisfy HCDE's obligations under 
thi s Agreement and a ll similar obligations under its contracts with other local 
governmental entities. 

• Conduct, at a minimum, an annual audit or survey, as appropriate, for each of the 
programs and services that HCDE delivers. 

B. LGE agrees to: 
• Participate in any or all of the programs and services that HC DE offers, in LG E's 

sole discretion.

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• Submit purchase order(s) or independent contract(s) for each of the HCDE 
programs and/or services that LGE desires to purchase and/or collaborate. 

• Agree to fo llow the terms and conditions of each independent contract or purchase 
order. 

• Designate a person to act as LGE's representative to each respective HCDE 
program and/or service de livered . 

4. As is. HCDE makes thi s Agreement available to HCDE partic ipating entities "as is" and 
is under no obligation to revise the terms, conditions, scope, prices, and/or any 
requ irements of the Agreement for the benefit of LGE. 

5. Master Contract. Th is Agreement can be utilized as a Master Contract. The general terms 
and cond itions in this Agreement w ill serve to outline the working relationship between 
HC DE and LGE. 

LGE agrees to adhere to the specific terms and conditions set forth for the HCDE programs 
and/or services as contracted by LGE. In the case of a conflict between this Agreement 
and any addendum, purchase order, or individual contract for a specific HCDE program or 
service, the provisions of the addendum, purchase order, or indi vidual contract will govern . 

6. Payments. T he Parti es agree that all payments made under thi s Agreement will be in an 
amount that fairly compensates the perfo rm ing Party for the services or functions 
performed under this Agreement. The Patties further agree that each Party paying for the 
performance of governmental functio ns or services pursuant to this Agreement must make 
those payments fro m current revenues available to the paying Party. 

7. Invoices. HCDE w ill invoice LGE for the HCDE programs and services that LGE 
purchases from HCDE. LGE agrees to remit payment to HCDE w ithin thirty (30) days 
after the later of the fo l lowing: ( I) the date LG E receives the goods; (2) the date the 
perfo rm ance of the service is completed; or (3) the date LGE receives an invoice for the 
goods or service. If LGE makes a payment to HCDE w ith a cred it card, LGE agrees to pay 
to HCDE a surcharge fee consisting of any applicable credit card fees and/o r costs incurred 
by HCDE, inc luding, without limitation, the processing fee(s) charged to HCDE by the 
cred it card company(ies). 

8. Partic ipation in HC DE' s Cooperative Purchasing Program . If LGE elects to participate in 
HC DE's cooperati ve purchasing program, Cho ice Partners, LGE sha ll be permitted to 
purchase goods and services using the contracts competitively procured by HCDE. HCDE 
does not assess a fee to LGE for participation in Cho ice Partners. LGE shall make 
payments directly to vendors. LGE shall be responsible for ordering, inspecting, and 
accepting the goods and services purchased through Choice Partners. LGE shall fu rther be 
responsible for the vendors ' compliance with provisions re lating to the specific quality of 
goods and services deli vered and terms of deli vered, as set forth between LGE and the 
vendor. HCDE is not responsible or liable for the performance of any vendor used by LGE 
as a result of this Agreement or LG E's partic ipation in C ho ice Partners. 

9. Compliance with Laws. Each Party is responsible for comply ing with applicable laws and 
regulations re lating to this Agreement and any purchase made under this Agreement.

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I 0. Termination. This Agreement may be terminated prior to the expiration of the Term hereof 
as fol lows: 

• By either Party, with or without cause, upon thirty (30) days' prior written 
notice; 

• By mutual written agreement of the Parties; or 
• By either Party immediately if the other Party commits a material breach of 

any of the terms of this Agreement and no remedial action can be agreed upon 
by the Parties. 

Termination of this Agreement by a Party shall not terminate an existing purchase order or 
individual contract between HCDE and LGE or between LGE and an HCDE cooperative 
purchasing program vendor. In the event of term ination of this Agreement or any purchase 
order or individual contract, LGE shall be responsible for compensating HCDE for 
programs and services provided by HCDE up to the effective date of termination. 

11. Assignment. Neither this Agreement nor any duties or obligations entered in subsequent 
contracts because of this agreement shall be assignable by either party without the prior 
written acknowledgment and authorization of both parties. 

12. Conflict of Interest. During the Term of HCDE's service to LGE, LGE, its personnel and 
agents, shall not, directly or indirectly, whether for LG E's own account or with any other 
person or entity whatsoever, employ, so licit or endeavor to entice away any person who is 
employed by HCDE. 

13. Contract Amendment. This Agreement may be amended only by the mutual agreement of 
all Parties, in writing, to be attached to and incorporated into this Agreement. 

14. Notice. Any notice provided under the terms of this Agreement by either party to the other 
shall be in writing and sha ll be sent by certified mail, return receipt requested. Notice 
to shall be sufficient if made or addressed as follows:

It is the intention of the parties that LGE is independent of HCDE and 
not an employee, agent, joint venturer, or partner of HCDE and nothing in this Agreement 
shall be interpreted or construed as creating or establishing the relationsh ip of employer 
and employee, agent, joint venturer or partner, between HCDE and LGE or HCDE and any 
of LG E's representatives. 

16. Non-Exclusivity of Services. Nothing in this Agreement may be construed to imply that 
HCDE has exclusive right to provide LGE with programs or services. During the Term of 
this Agreement, LGE reserves the right to use all available resources to procure other 
programs and services as needed and, in doing so, will not violate any rights of HCDE. 
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17. Disclaimer. HCDE DOES NOT WARRANT THAT THE OPERATION OR USE OF 
HCDE PROGRAMS AND/OR SERVICES WILL BE UNINTERRUPTED OR ERROR 
FREE. HCDE HEREBY DISCLAIMS ANY AND ALL WARRANTIES, EXPRESS OR 
IMPLIED, IN REGARD TO ANY INFORMATION, PRODUCT, PROGRAM, OR 
SERVICE FURNISHED UNDER THIS AGREEMENT, INCLUDING, WITHOUT 
LIMITATION, ANY AND ALL IMPLIED WARRANTIES OF MERCHANTABILITY 
OR FITNESS FOR A PARTICULAR PURPOSE. 

18. Limitation of Liability. Without waiver of the Disclaimer in Article 17 of this Agreement, 
the Parties agree that: 

• Neither Party waives any immunity afforded to it under applicable law; and 
• Neither Party shall be liable to the other Party for special, incidental, or exemplary 

damages with regard to any lawsuit or formal adjudication arising out of or relating 
to th is Agreement. 

19. Severabi lity. In the event that any one or more of the prov1s1ons conta ined in this 
Agreement shall for any reason be held to be invalid, illegal, or unenforceable in any 
respect, such invalidity, illegality, or unenforceability shall not affect any other provisions, 
and the Agreement shall be construed as if such invalid, illegali ty, or unenforceable 
provision had never been contained in it. 

20. Govern ing Law and Venue. This Agreement shall be governed by and construed in 
accordance with the laws of the State of Texas, w ithout regard to its confl icts of laws 
provisions. The mandatory and exclusive venue for the adjudication or resolution of any 
dispute arising out of this Agreement shall be in Houston, Harris County, Texas. 

2 1. No Waiver. Noth ing in this Agreement shall be deemed to waive, modify, or amend any 
legal defense available at law or equity to a Party, including the defense(s) of immunity. 
No failure on the part of either Party at any time to require the performance by the other 
Party of any term hereof shall be taken or held to be a waiver of such term or in any way 
affect such Party' s right to enforce such term, and no waiver on the part of e ither Party of 
any term hereof shal I be taken or held to be a waiver of any other term hereof or the breach 
thereof. No waiver, alteration, or modification of any of the provisions of this Agreement 
shal l be binding unless in writing and signed by duly authorized representatives of the 
Parties hereto. 

22. Benefit for Signatory Parties Only. Neither this Agreement, nor any term or provisions 
hereof, not any inclusion by reference, shall be construed as being for the benefit of any 
party not in signatory hereto. 

23. Authorization. Each party acknowledges that the governing body of each Party to the 
Agreement has authorized and approved this Agreement. 

24. Countemarts. This Agreement may be executed in any number of counterparts, each of 
which shall be deemed an original constituting one and the same instrument.

HCDE is a local governmental entity established to promote education in Harris County, Texas and is also 

duly authorized to provide programs and services in the State of Texas and to agencies of other states, 

pursuant to Texas Government Code § 791.011(b)(2). Both HCDE and Entity desire to set forth, 

in writing, the terms and conditions of their agreement. 

General Terms and Conditions 

In consideration of the mutual covenants and conditions contained in this Contract and other good and 

valuable consideration, the receipt and sufficiency of which are hereby acknowledged, the parties intending to 

be legally bound agree as follows: 

1. Term. This Contract is effective from the date of the first signature and shall automatically renew unless

either party gives thirty (30) days prior written notice of non-renewal. This Contract may be terminated

by either party with or without cause with thirty (30) days written notice. See other means of terminating

the contract in Article 11, below.  Any such notice shall be sent according to Article 8.

2. Agreement. The terms of this Contract shall apply and will be considered a part of any Addendum
for programs and services delivered by HCDE. This Contract and the attached and incorporated

Addendum, purchase orders, or exhibits, if any, contain the entire agreement of the parties and there
are no representations, agreements, arrangements, or undertakings, oral or written, between the
parties to this Contract other than those set forth in this Contract and duly executed in writing.

3. Purpose and Scope of Work.

A. HCDE:

▪ Represents that it has secured the vendor(s)’ agreement to provide commodities and/or  services

to its non-Texas members under the terms, conditions, and prices as contracted for Texas
governmental entities.

▪ Represents that it has reviewed the contract(s) and determined that it complies with any and all

applicable rules, regulations, and statutes applicable to competitive procurement and

cooperative purchasing in the State of Texas.

B. Entity:

▪ Agrees that it is Entity’s responsibility to ensure that its State’s rules, regulations, and statutes

applicable to competitive procurement and cooperative purchasing allow Entity’s participation
in out-of-state contracts.

▪ Agrees that it shall issue any and all purchase orders or other applicable authorizations for

purchases made on its behalf to Choice Partner’s vendors.

▪ Agrees that it shall provide Choice Partners with a copy of any contract or purchase order based

on a Choice Partners contract.
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▪ Agrees to follow the terms and conditions of each independent contract or purchase orders for

each Choice Partner vendor.

4. As is.  HCDE makes this Contract available to Choice Partners participating entities “as is” and  are

under no obligation to revise the terms, conditions, scope, prices, and/or any other  requirements of

the Contract for the benefit of Entity.

5. Assignment. Neither this Contract nor any duties or obligations entered in subsequent contracts

because of this agreement shall be assignable by either party without the prior written

acknowledgment and authorization of both parties.

6. Conflict of Interest. During the Term of HCDE’s service to Entity, Entity, its personnel and  agents,

shall not, directly or indirectly, whether for Entity’s own account or with any other person or entity

whatsoever, employ, solicit or endeavor to entice away any person who is employed by HCDE.

It is the intention of the parties that Entity is independent of HCDE and is not an

employee, agent, joint venturer, or partner of HCDE and nothing in this Contract shall be interpreted

or construed as creating or establishing the relationship of employer and employee, agent, joint

venturer or partner, between HCDE and Entity or HCDE and any of Entity’s agents.

10. Non-Exclusivity of Services. Nothing in this Contract may be construed to imply that HCDE has

exclusive right to provide Entity these services. During the Term of Contract, Entity reserves the

right to use all available resources to procure other services as needed and, in doing so, will not

violate any rights of HCDE.

11. Termination. This Contract may be terminated prior to the expiration of the Term hereof as follows:

▪ By Entity upon 30 days notice if the work/service is not provided in a satisfactory

and proper manner after a remedy has been reported and discussed;

▪ By mutual written agreement of the parties, upon thirty (30) days prior notice;

▪ By either party by giving thirty (30) days written notice to the other party; or

▪ By either party immediately if the other party commits a material breach any of the

terms of this Contract and no remedial action can be agreed upon by the parties.

12. Master Contract. This Contract can be utilized as the Master Contract. The general terms and

conditions in this Contract will serve to outline the working relationship between HCDE and
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Entity. Both parties agree to allow the Entity to use any or all of the following programs and/or 

services with no charge from HCDE including Choice Partners. 

Entity agrees to adhere to the terms and conditions set forth for the programs and/or services 

as contracted under these programs. All other programs and/or services provided by HCDE requiring 

a fee will need an addendum to the approved Master Interstate Contract. The specific terms and 

conditions of the addendum will govern that individual contract. In the case of a conflict between 

the Contract and any addendum, the provisions of the addendum will govern. 

13. Severability. In the event that any one or more of the provisions contained in this Contract shall for

any reason be held to be invalid, illegal, or unenforceable in any respect, such invalidity, illegality,

or unenforceability shall not affect any other provisions, and the Contract shall be construed as if

such invalid, illegality, or unenforceable provision had never been contained in it.

14. Authorization. Each party acknowledges that the governing body of each party to the Contract has

authorized this Contract.

15. Benefit for Signatory Parties Only. Neither this Contract, nor any term or provisions hereof, nor any

inclusion by reference, shall be construed as being for the benefit of any party not in signatory hereto.

WHEREAS, the Board of Trustees of Harris County Department of Education finds that 

compensating employees for the work day missed as a result of Tropical Storm Beta serves an 

important public purpose in that continued retention of such employees shall enable the 

Department to continue efficient operation(s) of educational and community activities; and 

 

 WHEREAS, the Board of Trustees of Harris County Department of Education also finds 

that there is a public purpose in the continued retention and morale for such employees to be 

compensated for the workday missed as a result of the closure of HCDE caused by Tropical Storm 

Beta.

(Hereinafter referred to as PROGRAM MANAGER) 

 
OWNER issued Request for Qualifications #20/055KJ for Construction Manager-Agent/Project Manager 

Services in accordance with Subchapter E of Chapter 2269 of the Texas Government Code to provide 

construction manager-agent/project manager services for future Owner capital improvement projects.  

PROGRAM MANAGER responded to OWNER’s RFQ.  Pursuant to the evaluation process outlined in 

OWNER’s RFQ and application law, OWNER selected PROGRAM MANAGER to be awarded a contract.  

OWNER intends to assign Work Authorizations to the PROGRAM MANAGER to perform professional 

services. Said services shall be defined in each Authorization (“Project”). The term “Project” throughout 

this Master Agreement will relate to a respective work authorization. 

OWNER and PROGRAM MANAGER in consideration of their mutual covenants herein agree in respect 

of the performance or furnishing of professional PROGRAM MANAGEMENT services by PROGRAM 

MANAGER with respect to the Project and the payment for those services by OWNER as set forth in this 

Agreement and in each individual Work Authorization. 

 

 
1 GENERAL 

1.1 Definitions 

1.1.1 Construction Cost. Construction Cost means the total cost to OWNER of those portions of the 
entire PROJECT designed, specified, reviewed, observed, scheduled, estimated, accounted or 
coordinated by and through PROGRAM MANAGER. Construction Cost does not include 
PROGRAM MANAGER’S compensation and expenses, the cost of land, rights-of-way, or 
compensation for or damages to properties, or OWNER’s legal, accounting, insurance counseling 
or auditing services, or interest and financing charges incurred in connection with the Project. 
Construction Cost includes OWNER approved changes that increase or decrease the total cost of 
those portions of the entire PROJECT designed, specified, reviewed, observed, scheduled, 
estimated, accounted or coordinated by PROGRAM MANAGER. Construction Cost is one of the 
items comprising Total Project Costs. 

1.1.2 Total Project Costs. Total Project Costs means the sum of the Construction Cost, allowances for 
contingencies, the total costs of design professionals, PROGRAM MANAGER costs, allowances 
for such other items as charges of all other professionals and consultants, for the cost of land and 
rights-of-way, for compensation for or damages to properties, for interest and financing charges 
and for other services to be provided by others to OWNER. 

2 PROGRAM MANAGER'S SERVICES AND RESPONSIBILITIES 

2.1 The PROGRAM MANAGER represents that it will perform its services under the Agreement in 
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conformance with the care and skill ordinarily exercised by similar members of the profession 
providing similar services, practicing under similar conditions at the same time and in the same 
or similar locality. 

2.2 No warranties, expressed or implied, are given by the PROGRAM MANAGER in connection 
with its performance of services on the Project. 

2.3 Program Manager is not responsible for supervising, directing, controlling, or otherwise being in 
charge of the construction activities, means, methods or safety at the project site; or supervising, 
directing, controlling, or otherwise being in charge of the actual work of the Construction 
Contractor, its sub-contractors, or other materialmen or service providers not engaged by Program 
Manager. 

2.4 The Executive Director of Facilities is the OWNER’S Representative for this PROJECT, and 
unless otherwise specifically provided in this Agreement, the Executive Director of Facilities 
shall be the sole point of contact regarding all activities made a part of this agreement. 

2.5 A Performance Schedule shall be agreed to by PROGRAM MANAGER and OWNER, and 
PROGRAM MANAGER shall agree to use commercially reasonable best efforts to complete all 
services hereunder in accordance with such performance schedule. 

2.6 Services will be authorized by the OWNER through issuance of a Work Authorization providing 
a description of each item of work, the scope and schedule of services, any special terms and 
conditions, and the fee. PROGRAM MANAGER shall commence performance of the Services 
upon issuance of each Work Authorization. 

2.7 The PROGRAM MANAGER shall consult with the OWNER to coordinate the PROGRAM 
MANAGER'S time schedule. 

2.8 The PROGRAM MANAGER shall not engage, contract with or use the services of any SUB- 
CONSULTANTS, without obtaining the prior approval of the OWNER. The PROGRAM 
MANAGER shall submit to the OWNER for its approval, a report of the scope of services to be 
provided by each such Sub-consultant, with the Sub-Consultant's acknowledgment thereof. No 
provision of this Agreement and no approval by the OWNER of the scope of services to be 
provided by the SUB-CONSULTANTS shall be construed as an agreement between the OWNER 
and the Sub-consultant of the PROGRAM MANAGER or in any way affect the responsibilities 
of the PROGRAM MANAGER hereunder. Unless otherwise agreed to in writing by the OWNER, 
the fees of any SUB-CONSULTANTS retained by the PROGRAM MANAGER shall be deemed 
covered by the basic compensation fee to be paid by the OWNER to the PROGRAM MANAGER. 

2.9 Conferences shall be held at scheduled intervals as directed by the OWNER’S 
REPRESENTATIVE as appropriate to coordinate required services. The parties to this 
Agreement shall meet at the OWNER’S Office (or at some other location convenient to both), at 
such specific dates and times as mutually agreed. 

3 THE OWNER'S RESPONSIBILITIES 

3.1 The OWNER shall designate the OWNER’S REPRESENTATIVE, or his authorized 
representative, to act in the OWNER'S behalf with respect to the PROJECT. The OWNER, or 
such authorized representative, shall examine the documents submitted by the PROGRAM 
MANAGER and shall render decisions pertaining thereto promptly to avoid unreasonable delay 
in the progress of the PROGRAM MANAGER'S services. 

3.2 The OWNER shall furnish the required information and services, upon which PROGRAM 
MANAGER may rely, and shall render approvals and decisions in a reasonable time for the 
orderly progress of the PROGRAM MANAGER'S services and Work of the Designers and 
Contractors. 

4 BASIS OF COMPENSATION 

4.1 The OWNER shall compensate the PROGRAM MANAGER for the Scope of Services provided, 
in accordance with Article “PAYMENTS TO THE PROGRAM MANAGER”, and the other 
Terms and Conditions of this Agreement, as stipulated in each Work Authorization. 
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4.2 If the Scope or duration identified by the Work Authorization for the PROGRAM MANAGER'S 
services is changed, the amounts of compensation shall be adjusted by mutual agreement. 

5 INVOICING 

5.1 PROGRAM MANAGER shall invoice OWNER monthly for all labor and reimbursable expenses 
incurred, according to the invoicing plan described in the Work Authorization. Any services or 
supplies not included in the Work Authorization or specifically identified by the OWNER in 
writing to the PROGRAM MANAGER will require OWNER'S written approval prior to 
incurring additional services or expense. Approved reimbursable expenses shall be invoiced in an 
amount stated within the Work Authorization. Approved additional services shall be invoiced at 
the approved negotiated amount. No additional markup shall be allowed on additional services. 

6 PAYMENTS TO THE PROGRAM MANAGER 

6.1 The compensation for the PROGRAM MANAGER'S services is established for the item(s) of 
work in the Work Authorization. 

6.2 Payments for labor and authorized Reimbursable Expenses to the PROGRAM MANAGER, as 
hereinafter referred to, shall be made following presentation, review and approval of the 
PROGRAM MANAGER'S detailed invoice. 

6.3 No addition shall be made to the PROGRAM MANAGER'S compensation based upon Project 
construction claims, whether paid by OWNER or denied. 

6.4 If any item of work is abandoned or suspended, in whole or in part, PROGRAM MANAGER is 
to be paid for the services performed prior to receipt of written notice from the OWNER of such 
abandonment or suspension. 

6.5 Unless specified otherwise in the Work Authorization, the PROGRAM MANAGER'S monthly 
invoices to OWNER shall provide complete information and documentation to substantiate 
PROGRAM MANAGER'S charges, and shall be in a form to be specified by the OWNER. All 
payments to the PROGRAM MANAGER shall be made on the basis of the invoices submitted 
by PROGRAM MANAGER and approved by OWNER. Should additional back-up material be 
requested by the OWNER, PROGRAM MANAGER shall comply promptly with such request. 

6.6 The OWNER reserves the right to correct minor errors that may be discovered in any invoice that 
may have been paid to the PROGRAM MANAGER and to adjust the same to meet the 
requirements of the Agreement. OWNER shall pay PROGRAM MANAGER promptly, within 
forty-five (45) days of the later of the date the performance of the service under the Agreement is 
completed or the date the OWNER receives an invoice, for all amounts not disputed under the 
Agreement. Invoices for which payment has not been received by PROGRAM MANAGER shall 
be subject to interest amounts in accordance with the Texas Prompt Payment Act, Chapter 2251 
of the Texas Government Code.  PROGRAM MANAGER shall pay any Sub-Consultants and 
subcontractors the appropriate share of a payment received from the OWNER not later than the 
tenth (10th) day after the date the PROGRAM MANAGER receives the payment. 

6.7 OWNER shall notify PROGRAM MANAGER of the reason and amount of any disagreement 
with billings, including, but not limited to, any known failure of the PROGRAM MANAGER to 
perform services in accordance with this Agreement, within twenty-one (21) calendar days of 
receipt of the invoice in question. Amounts not disputed will be paid as stated in this Agreement. 

6.8 Unless specified otherwise in the Work Authorization, for PROJECT representation beyond those 
described in the Work Authorization, compensation shall be computed on an hourly basis, at the 
PROGRAM MANAGER'S standard hourly rates stated in the Work Authorization. These rates 
shall remain in effect for a period of twelve (12) months from the date of the Work Authorization; 
thereafter the rates may be adjusted in accordance with normal salary review practices of the 
PROGRAM MANAGER. Additional reviews may occur no more frequently than twelve (12) 
month intervals. Such adjustments must be mutually agreed to by the OWNER and the 
PROGRAM MANAGER.

ACH 
payments may be made to Account #110390778, Routing #104000016. 

6.10 At the request of the OWNER, the PROGRAM MANAGER shall perform Additional Services 
under this Agreement and shall be compensated for the performance of any Additional Services 
requested by the OWNER as provided in the Work Authorization. The PROGRAM MANAGER 
shall perform Additional Services only after the OWNER and the PROGRAM MANAGER have 
executed a written amendment to the Work Authorization specifically providing for the 
performance by the PROGRAM MANAGER of such Additional Services. 

7 PROGRAM MANAGER'S ACCOUNTING RECORDS 

7.1 Records of PROGRAM MANAGER'S services rendered, direct personnel, SUB- 
CONSULTANTS and reimbursable expenses pertaining to the PROJECT, and records of 
accounts between OWNER and PROGRAM MANAGER shall be kept on a generally recognized 
accounting basis and shall be available to OWNER or its authorized representatives at mutually 
convenient times for a minimum of three (3) years after completion of a Work Authorization. All 
accounting records that are pertinent to this PROJECT shall be available for the purpose of 
making audits, examinations, excerpts and transcriptions. 

8 OWNERSHIP AND USE OF DOCUMENTS 

8.1 A final copy of all PROGRAM MANAGER'S work products under this Agreement, including, 
but not limited to, tracings, drawings, CAD diskettes, estimates, specifications, investigations, 
studies and other documents, completed or partially completed, are deemed to be instruments of 
service and PROGRAM MANAGER shall retain all ownership interests therein, including, 
without limitation, copyrights and all other common law, statutory and other proprietary rights. 
PROGRAM MANAGER hereby grants OWNER, upon OWNER's payment to PROGRAM 
MANAGER of all amounts due under the Agreement, a limited, non-exclusive, non-transferable 
license to use the Work Product solely for the purposes for which the Work Product was created. 
REUSE OF SUCH DOCUMENTS BY THE OWNER ON EXTENSIONS OF THIS 

PROJECT OR ON ANY OTHER PROJECT WITHOUT SPECIFIC SITE ADAPTATION 

BY PROGRAM MANAGER SHALL BE WITHOUT LIABILITY TO THE PROGRAM 

MANAGER AND AT OWNER’S SOLE RISK.  

9 TERMINATION OF AGREEMENT 

9.1 This Agreement may be terminated by either party for cause upon thirty (30) days' written notice 
after written notice and at least a thirty-day opportunity to cure have been given, should the other 
party fail substantially to perform in accordance with the terms of this Agreement through no fault 
of the party initiating the termination. Any such written notice shall contain specific facts indicating 
the failure and expectations for appropriate cure of the failure, including the timeframe to remedy 
the failure; the party who is alleged to have failed must be provided at least thirty (30) days to 
cure the failure. 

9.2 PROGRAM MANAGER will have the right to terminate this Agreement for convenience by giving 
the other Party not less than one hundred twenty (120) calendar days prior written notice; or in the 
event that the PROJECT is permanently abandoned. It is the understanding of the Parties that 
during the notice period described above, the rights and obligations of the Parties shall continue in 
full force and effect until the applicable date of termination of the Agreement. This Agreement 
may be terminated for the OWNER’s convenience by the OWNER upon at least thirty days’ written 
notice to the PROGRAM MANAGER. 

9.3 In the event of termination for any reason not the fault of the PROGRAM MANAGER, the 
PROGRAM MANAGER shall be compensated for all services performed to termination date, 
together with reimbursable expenses then due. 

9.4 In the event of termination, postponement, delay, suspension, or abandonment, the PROGRAM 
MANAGER shall deliver to the OWNER all plans, drawings, specifications, reports, and other

herein, such insurance as will protect the PROGRAM MANAGER from the claims set forth 
herein to the extent caused by the PROGRAM MANAGER'S negligent performance of services 
under this Agreement. Such shall include coverage for claims under workers' compensation which 
are applicable to the work performed, claims for damages because of bodily injury, occupational 
sickness or disease, or death of PROGRAM MANAGER'S employees under any applicable 
statutory employers liability law, claims for damages because of bodily injury or death of any 
person other than PROGRAM MANAGER'S employees, claims for damages insured by usual 
personal injury liability coverage which are sustained (1) by any person as a result of an offense 
directly related to the employment of such person by the PROGRAM MANAGER, or (2) by any 
other person, claims for damages, other than to the work itself, because of injury to or destruction 
of tangible property, including loss of use there from, claims for damages because of bodily injury 
or death of any person or property damage arising out of the ownership, maintenance or use of 
any motor vehicle, and claims for professional liability / errors and omissions.

13 CLAIMS AND DISPUTES 

13.1 General 

13.1.1 In the event of any dispute, claim, question, or disagreement arising out of or relating to this 
Agreement prior to initiating legal action, and as a condition precedent to being entitled to file 
such legal action, the parties hereto shall use their best good faith efforts to settle such disputes, 
claims, questions, or disagreement. To this effect they shall consult and negotiate with each other 
in good faith and, recognizing their mutual interests, attempt to reach a just and equitable solution 
satisfactory to both parties. 

13.1.2 The OWNER and PROGRAM MANAGER shall commence all claims and causes of action, 
whether in contract, tort, or otherwise, against the other arising out of or related to this Agreement 
in accordance with the requirements of the method of binding dispute resolution selected in this 
Agreement within the period specified by applicable law. 

13.1.3 To the extent damages are covered by property insurance, the OWNER and PROGRAM 
MANAGER waive all rights against each other and against their respective authorized 
representatives and employees of the other for damages, except such rights as they may have to the 
proceeds of such insurance as set forth in Agreements between the OWNER and any 
CONTRACTOR, if applicable. The OWNER or the PROGRAM MANAGER, as appropriate, shall 
require of the contractors, consultants, agents and employees of any of them similar waivers in 
favor of the other parties enumerated herein. 

13.1.4 In no event shall either Party be liable, whether in contract, tort, or otherwise, to the other Party 
for loss of profits, delay damages, or for any special or incidental loss or damage.  

13.1.5 Neither party is responsible for damages arising from any circumstances beyond that party’s 
reasonable control. For purposes of this Agreement, such causes include, but are not limited to, 
strikes or other labor disputes; severe weather disruptions, natural disasters, fire or other acts of 
God; riots, war or other emergencies; failure of any governmental agency to act in timely manner; 
or discovery of any hazardous substances or differing and unforeseeable site conditions. 

13.1.6 PROGRAM MANAGER’s opinions of probable total project costs and/or construction costs, if 
any, provided as part of the services under the Agreement are made on the basis of PROGRAM 
MANAGER’s knowledge, experience and qualifications and represent Program Manager’s 
judgment as an experienced professional engineer, architect and/or scientist, as the case may be. 
PROGRAM MANAGER does not guarantee that proposals, bids, or actual total project costs or 
total construction costs will not vary from the opinions provided by Program Manager. 

13.1.7 Neither this Agreement nor any duties or obligations under it shall be assignable by either party 
without the prior written acknowledgement and authorization of the non-assigning party. 
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13.1.8 It is agreed that the OWNER’s maximum recovery against PROGRAM MANAGER for any 
damages, claims, costs, or expenses arising under any Work Authorization, whether in contract, 
tort or otherwise, is limited to the lesser amount of fee paid to the PROGRAM MANAGER under 
any Work Authorization or insurance limits established in this Master Agreement.  It is expressly 
agreed that OWNER’s sole and exclusive remedy against PROGRAM MANAGER under any 
Work authorization, whether based in contract, tort or otherwise, is the award of damages, costs or 
expenses not to exceed the amount of fee received by PROGRAM MANAGER or the insurance 
requirements under this Master Agreement, whichever is less. 

13.2 Mediation 

13.2.1 Any claim, dispute or other matter in question arising out of or related to this Agreement shall be 
subject to mediation as a condition precedent to litigation. If such matter relates to or is the subject 
of a lien arising out of the PROGRAM MANAGER’s services, the PROGRAM MANAGER may 
proceed in accordance with applicable law to comply with the lien notice or filing deadlines prior 
to resolution of the matter by mediation or by binding dispute resolution. The OWNER and 
PROGRAM MANAGER shall endeavor to resolve claims, disputes and other matters in question 
between them by mediation. A request for mediation shall be made in writing, delivered to the 
other party to the Agreement, and filed with the person or entity administering the mediation. 

13.2.2 The parties shall share the mediator’s fee and any filing fees equally. The mediation shall be held 
in the place where the Project is located, unless another location is mutually agreed upon. 
Agreements reached in mediation shall be enforceable as settlement agreements in any court 
having jurisdiction thereof. 

13.2.3 If the parties do not resolve a dispute through mediation pursuant to this Section 13.2, the method 
of binding dispute resolution shall be the following: 

13.2.4 Litigation in a court of competent jurisdiction. 
13.2.5 In the event the OWNER and PROGRAM MANAGER are unable to agree to a date for the 

mediation or to the identity of the mediator or mediators within thirty (30) days following the date 
of the request for mediation, all conditions precedent in this section shall be deemed to have 
occurred. 

13.3 In the event of any litigation arising from or related to this Agreement or the services provided 
under this agreement, the prevailing party shall be entitled to recover from the non-prevailing 
party all reasonable costs incurred, including court costs, attorneys’ fees and all other related 
expenses in such litigation.  

14 TERM 

14.1 This Agreement shall be in force indefinitely, unless terminated. 

14.2 PROGRAM MANAGER understands that the Project Performance Schedule is of critical 
importance and agrees to undertake all reasonable efforts to expedite the performance of service 
required herein so that the PROJECT will proceed as scheduled. In this regard, PROGRAM 
MANAGER shall proceed with sufficient qualified personnel necessary to fully and timely 
accomplish all services required under this Agreement in the highest professional manner. 

15 FINANCIAL INTEREST PROHIBITED 

15.1 PROGRAM MANAGER covenants and represents that any subconsultant, its officers, 
employees, agents, consultants and subcontractors will have no financial interest, direct or 
indirect, in the purchase or sale of any product, materials or equipment that will be recommended 
or required for the construction of the PROJECT. PROGRAM MANAGER will be prohibited to 
buy or receive as a gift any product materials or equipment from the Contractor. 

16 MISCELLANEOUS PROVISIONS 

16.1 Unless otherwise provided in this Agreement, the PROGRAM MANAGER and PROGRAM 
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MANAGER'S consultants shall have no liability or responsibility for the discovery, presence, 
handling, discharge, removal or disposal of, or exposure of persons to hazardous materials in any 
form at the project site, including, but not limited to asbestos, asbestos products, polychlorinated 
biphenyl (PCB) or other hazardous or toxic materials as defined by the Environmental Protection 
Agency (EPA). 

16.2 The PROGRAM MANAGER shall have the right to include photographic or artistic 
representations of the design of the Project among the PROGRAM MANAGER’s promotional 
and professional materials. The PROGRAM MANAGER shall be given reasonable access to the 
completed Project to make such representations. However, the PROGRAM MANAGER’s 
materials shall not include the OWNER’s confidential or proprietary information if the OWNER 
has previously advised the PROGRAM MANAGER in writing of the specific information 
considered by the OWNER to be confidential or proprietary. This Section shall survive the 
termination of this Agreement unless the OWNER terminates this Agreement for cause. 

17 EXTENT OF AGREEMENT 

17.1 The Agreement, any Work Authorizations entered into between PROGRAM MANAGER and 
OWNER pursuant to this Agreement, OWNER’s Request for Qualifications #20/055KJ, 
PROGRAM MANAGER’s response submitted to OWNER’s Request for Qualifications 
#20/055KJ, OWNER’s Vendor Packet completed by PROGRAM MANAGER (including all 
certifications therein), the attached and incorporated addendum,  exhibits, and documents/forms 
contain the entire agreement of the parties relative to the purpose(s) of the Agreement and 
supercede any other representations, agreements, arrangements, negotiations, or understanding, 
oral or written, between the parties to this Agreement.  In the event of a conflict between or among 
the above-listed documents that comprise the entire agreement of the parties, priority of the 
documents shall be in accordance with the following sequence: (1) this Agreement; (2) the Work 
Authorization governing the particular project; (3) OWNER’s Request for Qualifications 
#20/055KJ; (4) OWNER’s Vendor Packet completed by PROGRAM MANAGER (including all 
certifications therein); and (5) PROGRAM MANAGER’s response submitted to OWNER’s 
Request for Qualifications #20/055KJ. 

17.2 Nothing contained herein shall be deemed to create any contractual relationship between the 
PROGRAM MANAGER and any of the Contractors, Subcontractors or material suppliers on the 
PROJECT; nor shall anything contained in this Agreement be deemed to give any third party any 
claim or right of action against the OWNER or the PROGRAM MANAGER which does not 
otherwise exist without regard to this Agreement. 

18 SEVERABILITY 

18.1 If any one or more of the provisions contained in this Agreement, for any reason, is held to be 
invalid, illegal, or unenforceable in any respect, such invalidity, illegality or unenforceability shall 
not affect any other provision hereof, and this Agreement shall be construed as if such invalid, 
illegal or unenforceable provision had never been contained herein. 

19 SUCCESSORS AND ASSIGNS 

19.1 The OWNER and the PROGRAM MANAGER, respectively, bind themselves, their partners, 
successors, assigns and legal representatives to the other party to this Agreement and to the 
partners, successors, assigns and legal representatives of such other party with respect to all 
covenants of this Agreement. The PROGRAM MANAGER or OWNER shall not assign, sublet 
or transfer any interests in this Agreement without the written consent of both. 

20 AMENDMENTS 

20.1 This Agreement, representing the entire agreement between the parties, may be amended or 
supplemented by mutual agreement of the parties hereto in writing. 

21 MISCELLANEOUS PROVISIONS  
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21.1 PROGRAM MANAGER hereby certifies that it is not a company identified on the Texas 
Comptroller’s list of companies known to have contracts with, or provide supplies or services to, 
a foreign organization designated as a Foreign Terrorist Organization by the U.S. Secretary of 
State under federal law. (Tex. Gov’t Code §§ 2252.151-.154) 

21.2  If (a) PROGRAM MANAGER is not a sole proprietorship; (b) PROGRAM MANAGER has ten 
(10) or more full-time employees; and (c) this Agreement has a value of $100,000 or more, the 
following certification shall apply; otherwise, this certification is not required.  Pursuant to 
Chapter 2270 of the Texas Government Code, the PROGRAM MANAGER hereby certifies and 
verifies that neither the PROGRAM MANAGER, nor any affiliate, subsidiary, or parent company 
of the PROGRAM MANAGER, if any (the “PROGRAM MANAGER Companies”), boycotts 
Israel, and the PROGRAM MANAGER agrees that the PROGRAM MANAGER and 
PROGRAM MANAGER Companies will not boycott Israel during the term of this 
Agreement.  For purposes of this Agreement, the term “boycott” shall mean and include refusing

PROGRAM MANAGER shall be responsible for any and all applicable social security and 
personal income taxes that may become due as a result of any payments made by OWNER 
hereunder and PROGRAM MANAGER shall indemnify and hold OWNER harmless in this 
regard. 

21.4 PROGRAM MANAGER represents that it has all intellectual property rights necessary to enter 
into and perform its obligations in this Agreement. 

21.5 Nothing in this Agreement may be construed to imply that PROGRAM MANAGER has the 
exclusive right to provide OWNER services.  During the Term of this Agreement, OWNER 
reserves the right to use all available resources to procure other services as needed and doing so 
will not violate any rights of PROGRAM MANAGER. 

21.6 PROGRAM MANAGER agrees that PROGRAM MANAGER’s Services will be performed with 
reasonable care, skill, judgment, and experience in a professional business-like manner, with no 
direct supervision from OWNER. 

21.7 If OWNER gives written permission for PROGRAM MANAGER to subcontract any of the 
Services, PROGRAM MANAGER shall ensure that each subcontractor complies with all 
provisions of this Agreement.  PROGRAM MANAGER shall require each subcontractor to 
maintain and to furnish PROGRAM MANAGER with satisfactory evidence of Workers 
Compensation, Employer’s Liability and such other forms and amounts of insurance which 
PROGRAM MANAGER deems reasonably adequate.  PROGRAM MANAGER will remain 
liable for the acts and omissions of such subcontractor(s) and the proper performance and delivery 
of the Services. 

21.8  In the course of performing duties under this Agreement, PROGRAM MANAGER may view, 
obtain, or have access to financial, accounting, statistical, personnel, and other information of a 
confidential nature concerning students and school districts being served by OWNER and 
employees of OWNER.  All such information is confidential and shall not be disclosed, directly 
or indirectly, to any person other than authorized officials of OWNER, either during the Term of 
this Agreement or after such Term.  PROGRAM MANAGER acknowledges that OWNER would 
be irreparably injured if PROGRAM MANAGER were to disclose such information to third 
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parties not entitled to receive such information or to misappropriate such confidential information 
for PROGRAM MANAGER’s own purposes or benefit and that money damages would not 
compensate OWNER for such irreparable injury.

1.1.5.1 Work with OWNER to prepare a project budget 
1.1.5.2 Work with OWNER to establish accounting structure 
1.1.5.3 Establish document controls system and manage use of the system by project teammates. 

1.1.6 Using OWNER’S approved pool of professional services firms and/or professional service firms 
selected by OWNER in accordance with applicable law and OWNER policies, upon direction by 
the OWNER, negotiate contracts with OWNER’S legal counsel, and prepare all correspondence, 
reports and contracts for OWNER approval. 

1.1.7 Provide consultation for procurement process for selection of general contractor(s). Participate in 
OWNER-led process by reviewing submissions and providing evaluation of qualifications, 
proposals, and pricing. 

1.2 Pre-construction Phase 

1.2.1 Evaluate program and budget requirements and cause selected Architect-Engineer (A/E) to prepare 
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final program of requirements. 
1.2.2 Oversee progress activities of the A/E. 
1.2.3 Provide Quality Control checking of A/E submission documents. Prepare written review and 

maintain follow-up log for quality assurance.  Multi-discipline technical review. Provide review 
comments to A/E and coordinate receipt of responses, verifying correction of noted deficiencies. 

1.2.4 Arrange meetings and design sessions to facilitate design inputs by all end users including 
administration, staff, teachers, directors, support services and students as well as committees and 
the community (as desired). 

1.2.5 Review estimates, budgets and time lines prepared by the A/E and produce a report identifying 
variances from the Program Budget along with recommendations for resolving such variances. 

1.2.6 Advise on use of materials, site use, building systems, construction feasibility, time requirements, 
value engineering, and cost control. 

1.2.7 Develop, in consultation with OWNER, requirements for furniture for each facility. Manage 
furniture procurement. 

1.2.8 Manage coordination of power and data requirements for OWNER-furnished furniture for each 
Project. 

1.2.9 Manage move coordination activities, including portable buildings instructional materials, music 
instruments, furniture, shop equipment and personal belongings. 

1.2.10 Assist with coordination of Owner Furnished Owner Installed (OFOI) and Owner Furnished 
Contractor Installed (OFCI) items.  Includes technology infrastructure (conduit, cabling, patch 
panel, face plate termination), restroom accessories, food service equipment, and artwork.

1.3.6 Monitor, update and enforce construction schedules. 
1.3.7 Enforce contracts to achieve satisfactory performance from all contractors, labs and professionals. 
1.3.8 Provide regular monitoring of approved estimates of construction costs and maintain cost 

accounting records. Provide monthly financial briefings and summaries of all project costs. 
1.3.9 Review and make recommendations to OWNER on all requests for changes (Proposal Requests, 

Request for Information, Supplemental Instructions) in construction and change orders. 
1.3.10 Review, evaluate and make recommendations to OWNER on all invoices and applications for 

payment. Assign job accounting code to each invoice transaction for accurate accounting of costs. 
1.3.11 Modify budget to reflect changes to committed costs 
1.3.12 Record cost commitments (Contracts, Purchase Orders) 
1.3.13 Record expenditures against established cost commitments 
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1.3.14 Manage approval workflow for proposed change orders (PCO’s) and Allowance expenditure 
Authorizations (AEA’s) 

1.3.15 Develop and implement procedures with A/E for progress and final payments to contractor. 
1.3.16 Assist in obtaining all permits. 
1.3.17 Coordinate the services of all A/E’s, surveyors, testing labs and other consultants.

1.3.24 Assist in arranging for delivery, storage, protection and security of OWNER-purchased

1.4 Closeout Phase 

1.4.1 Facilitate A/E and OWNER checkouts of utilities and assist in initial start-up and testing of 
systems. 

1.4.2 Coordinate the demonstration and training for equipment and services. 
1.4.3 Coordinate the timing and conditions for furniture delivery and installation with Contractor and 

OWNER schedules. 
1.4.4 Facilitate A/E in substantial completion inspections, and furnishing to OWNER guarantees, 

affidavits, releases, bonds, keys, manuals, record drawings, and maintenance stocks. 
1.4.5 Review closeout documents for thoroughness and compliance with project requirements. 

Address missing items with Contractor and A/E 
1.4.6 Represent the OWNER during final inspections and walk-through. 
1.4.7 Facilitate training meetings for OWNER staff in use of new facilities, components and equipment. 

1.5 Warranty Phase 

1.5.1 Establish protocol for reporting warranty deficiency.  Prepare a document for use by OWNER to 
disposition warranty claims 

1.5.2 Disposition warranty claim and identify appropriate party for response; architect, contractor or 
OWNER 

1.5.3 Establish and track warranty items and corrective actions 
1.5.4 Coordinate and participate in 11-month warranty walk through and review 
1.5.5 Develop warranty actions as identified during 11-month warranty walk through 
1.5.6 Prepare warranty phase transition plan for OWNER responsibility of future Warranty needs 

1.6 Communications Activities 

1.6.1 Participate in meetings with Superintendent and designated staff related to the projects. 
1.6.2 Prepare monthly Project update reports for consumption by Board of Trustees and Superintendent 
1.6.3 Attend monthly Board of Trustees meetings and Public Facility Corporation meetings, as 
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requested 
1.6.4 Provide content to allow OWNER to update web site communication page(s) for managed 

projects. Prepare charts, graphs, photos, status summaries and other reporting for OWNER web 
site 

1.7 Excluded Services 

1.7.1 Provide draft and preliminary Program of Requirements (POR) for facility projects, working with 
Administration, Faculty/Staff, and committees. 

1.7.2 Provide consultation on existing site analyses and new site analyses and selection. 
1.7.3 Provide consultation and lead the process for selection of A/E firms; handle requests for 

qualification statements and letters of interest; assist in developing short list. 
1.7.4 Prepare for and participate in community (PTO, Campus, etc) Bond Update Meetings 
1.7.5 Prepare for and participate in Citizen’s Bond Advisory Committee Meetings 
1.7.6 Advise and coordinate methods for contractor selection and construction delivery (competitive 

bid, competitive sealed proposal, construction manager-at-risk, etc.). 
1.7.7 Co-locating in the OWNER’S facilities, except as otherwise provided herein  
1.7.8 Commissioning services 

2 PAYMENTS TO THE PROGRAM MANAGER 

2.1 OWNER shall pay PROGRAM MANAGER for Basic Services, identified in Article 1 
“Description of Program Manager’s Services” of this Work Authorization, as follows: 

2.1.1 A lump sum fee of One Million Three Hundred Fifty Thousand Dollars and Zero Cents 
($1,350,000.00). 

2.2 Additional Services shall only be paid and costs incurred upon OWNER’S prior written 
authorization, except as stated in section 2.3.1.2 where expenses are authorized in advance by this 
Work Authorization. When authorized, OWNER shall pay PROGRAM MANAGER for 
Additional Services as follows: 

2.2.1 General. For services of PROGRAM MANAGER’S principals and employees engaged directly 
on the Project performed or furnished, an amount equal to PROGRAM MANAGER’S direct labor 
cost times a factor of 3.5. Direct Labor Cost means salaries and wages (basic, premium and 
incentive) paid to personnel, but does not include indirect payroll related costs or fringe benefits. 

2.2.2 PROGRAM MANAGER’S Consultants. For services of PROGRAM MANAGER’S Consultants 
performed or furnished, the amount billed to PROGRAM MANAGER therefor times a factor of 
one point zero (1.0). 

2.2.3 Serving as a Witness. For services performed by PROGRAM MANAGER’S principals and 
employees as consultants or witnesses in any litigation, arbitration or other legal or administrative 
proceeding, at the rate of $1,800.00 per day, or any portion thereof (but compensation for time 
spent in preparing to appear in any such litigation, arbitration or proceeding will be on the basis 
provided in paragraph 2.2.1). For PROGRAM MANAGER’S Consultants for such services will 
be on the basis provided in paragraph 2.2.2. 

2.3 OWNER shall pay PROGRAM MANAGER for Reimbursable Expenses as follows: 

2.3.1 Reimbursable Expenses are in addition to compensation for Basic and Additional Services and 
include expenses incurred by the Program Manager and the Program Manager’s consultants 
directly related to the Program, as follows: 

2.3.1.1 If authorized in advance in writing by the OWNER 
2.3.1.1.1 Customization of the Program Management Information System; 
2.3.1.1.2 Site office expenses; 
2.3.1.1.3 Fees paid for securing approval of authorities having jurisdiction over the projects; 
2.3.1.1.4 Fees paid for testing, surveys or other data obtained at the request of the OWNER; 
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2.3.1.1.5 Professional photography and presentation materials; 
2.3.1.1.6 Reproduction costs for contract documents; 
2.3.1.1.7 Expense of additional insurance coverage or limits if the OWNER requests such insurance in 

excess of that normally carried by the PROGRAM MANAGER or PROGRAM MANAGER’s 
consultants; 

2.3.1.1.8 Out-of-town travel, lodging and meals, and; 
2.3.1.1.9 Other similar Program-related expenses 

2.3.1.2 Not requiring authorization in advance by the OWNER: 
2.3.1.2.1 Program Management Information System Software seats (10-total) for OWNER’S use; 
2.3.1.2.2 Transportation between PROGRAM MANAGER office and OWNER facilities; 
2.3.1.2.3 Long distance services, dedicated data and communication services, teleconferences; 
2.3.1.2.4 Printing, reproductions, plots, standard form documents; 
2.3.1.2.5 Postage, handling and delivery; 

 
2.4 Other Provisions Concerning Payments. 

2.4.1 The payments due under Article 2.1.1 to the PROGRAM MANAGER shall be billed monthly 
and distributed equally over Twenty-Seven (27) months. 

PROGRAM MANAGER is required to submit original invoices to the OWNER’s Business 
Office ATTN:  Accounts Payable.  The invoices can be mailed through the postal service to 
OWNER’s Business Office ATTN:  Accounts Payable, 6300 Irvington Boulevard, Houston, 
Texas 77022, or emailed to accountspayable@hcde-texas.org.   

The invoices should include the following: 
1. Date of invoice 

2. Period of service 

3. List of services provided 

4. Location where services were provided 

5. Invoice number 

6. Contact information 

7. Deliverables under the contract 

8. Certification of service provided through a signature by company representative 

 

Payment to PROGRAM MANAGER shall be made only after Services are performed and 

not before.  Advance payment to PROGRAM MANAGER is strictly prohibited.   PROGRAM 

MANAGER shall submit invoices within a timely manner during OWNER’s fiscal year in 

which the good(s) and/or services are purchased. In accordance with Texas Government Code 

§ 2251.021, payments are due to PROGRAM MANAGER within forty-five (45) days after 

the later of the following:  (1) the date OWNER receives the goods under the Agreement; 

(2)  the date the performance of the service under the Agreement is completed;  or (3)  the 

date OWNER receives an invoice for the goods or service.  PROGRAM MANAGER agrees 

to pay any subcontractors, if any, the appropriate share of the payment received from OWNER 

not later than the tenth (10th) day after the date PROGRAM MANAGER receives the 

payment from OWNER.  The exceptions to payments made by OWNER and/or PROGRAM 

MANAGER listed in Texas Government Code § 2251.002 shall apply to this Agreement. 

Failure to send the invoices to OWNER’s Accounts Payable Office will delay payment.  

PROGRAM MANAGER certifies that no work has been performed before the effective date 

of this Agreement.  Invoices submitted by Contractor for work performed prior to the effective 

date of the Agreement may not be honored by OWNER, in OWNER’s sole discretion. 
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In addition to all other rights and remedies that OWNER may have, OWNER shall have the 

right to setoff, against any and all amounts due to PROGRAM MANAGER by OWNER, 

whether due under this Agreement or any other agreement between OWNER (including any 

division of OWNER) and PROGRAM MANAGER, any sums for which OWNER is entitled 

to under this Agreement, as determined by OWNER in its sole discretion, including, without 

limitation, sums due by PROGRAM MANAGER to OWNER as a result of indemnification 

obligations, warranty claims, as applicable. 

2.4.2 Payments Upon Termination. 

2.4.2.1 In the event of termination during any phase of the Basic Services, PROGRAM MANAGER will 
be paid for services performed or furnished in accordance with this Agreement during that phase 
on the basis of PROGRAM MANAGER’S Hourly Rates for services performed or furnished 
during that phase to date of termination by PROGRAM MANAGER’S principals and employees 
engaged directly on the Project plus reasonable sums for demobilization of the project.  Direct 
Labor Cost means salaries and wages (basic, premium and incentive) paid to personnel, but does 
not include indirect payroll-related costs or fringe benefits. 

3 MISCELANEOUS PROVISIONS 

3.1 Construction Administration 

3.1.1 The PROGRAM MANAGER shall visit each site weekly in order to observe the progress and 
quality of the Work completed by the Contractor. Such visits and observation are not intended to 
be an exhaustive check or detailed inspection of the Contractor’s work but rather to allow the 
PROGRAM MANAGER, as a professional, to become generally familiar with the Work in 
progress and to determine, in general, if the work is proceeding in accordance with the Contract 
Documents. 

3.1.2 Based on this general observation, the PROGRAM MANAGER shall keep the OWNER informed 
about the progress of the Work and shall endeavor to guard the OWNER against deficiencies in 
the Work. 

3.1.3 If the OWNER desires more extensive project observation or full-time project representation, the 
OWNER shall request that such services be provided by the PROGRAM MANAGER as 
Additional Services in accordance with the terms of this agreement. 

3.1.4 The PROGRAM MANAGER shall not supervise, direct or have control over the Contractor’s 
work nor have any responsibility for the construction means, methods, techniques, sequences or 
procedures selected by the Contractor nor for the Contractor’s safety precautions or programs in 
connection with the Work. These rights and responsibilities are solely those of the Contractor in 
accordance with the Contract Documents. 

3.1.5 The PROGRAM MANAGER shall not be responsible for any acts or omissions of the Contractor, 
subcontractor, any entity performing any portions of the Work, or any agents or employees of any 
of them. The PROGRAM MANAGER does not guarantee the performance of the Contractor and 
shall not be responsible for the Contractor’s failure to perform its Work in accordance with the 
Contract Documents or any applicable laws, codes, rules or regulations. 

3.2 Opinions of Cost 

3.2.1 PROGRAM MANAGER’S opinions of probable Construction Cost provided for herein are to be 
made on the basis of PROGRAM MANAGER’S experience and qualifications and represent 
PROGRAM MANAGER’S best judgment as an experienced and qualified professional generally 
familiar with the construction industry. However, since PROGRAM MANAGER has no control 
over the cost of labor, materials, equipment or services furnished by others, or over the 
Contractor’s methods of determining prices, or over competitive bidding or market conditions, 
PROGRAM MANAGER cannot and does not guarantee that proposals, bids or actual 
Construction Cost will not vary from opinions of probable Construction Cost prepared by 
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PROGRAM MANAGER. If OWNER wishes greater assurance as to probable Construction Cost, 
OWNER shall employ an independent cost estimator. 

3.3 Owner Responsibilities 

3.3.1 Provide and update information regarding requirements for, and limitations on, the Program in a 
timely manner, objectives, schedule constraints and criteria, and site requirements; and any other 
information required for the PROGRAM MANAGER to perform its services. 

3.3.2 Communicate the responsibilities and authority, and limits thereof, of the PROGRAM 
MANAGER to the OWNER’s officers, directors, partners, employees, agents and OWNER’s 
other Consultants and Contractors and enforce compliance with authorities granted to the 
PROGRAM MANAGER. 

3.3.3 Identify a representative authorized to act on the OWNER’S behalf with respect to the Program. 
The OWNER shall render decisions in a timely manner in order to avoid unreasonable delay in 
the orderly and sequential progress of the PROGRAM MANAGER’S services. 

3.3.4 The Owner shall require all contractors to name the PROGRAM MANAGER and its consultants 
as Additional Insureds on all insurance policies where available. 

3.3.5 Furnish tests, inspections, and reports required by law or the Project, such as structural, 
mechanical, and chemical tests, tests for air and water pollution, and tests for hazardous materials. 

3.3.6 Furnish all legal, insurance, financing, and accounting services, including auditing services, that 
may be reasonably necessary at any time for the Project to meet the OWNER’s needs and 
interests. 

3.3.7 Provide the PROGRAM MANAGER access to the Project site and other facilities under the 
OWNER’s control and associated with the Project. The OWNER shall obligate its contractors to 
provide the PROGRAM MANAGER access to the Project site wherever Work is in preparation 
or progress. 

3.3.8 The OWNER agrees not to solicit or hire the PROGRAM MANAGER’s employees who are 
involved with the Project prior to one year after completion of the Project. 

3.3.9 Permit the PROGRAM MANAGER to include photographs, videos and audio of the Project 
among the Program Manager’s promotional and professional materials, provided that no students 
shall be identifiable and no student shall be video recorded without parent permission as required 
by applicable law and OWNER policies. 

3.3.10 For the PROGRAM MANAGER’S convenience and occasional use furnish secure office space 
and furnishings at the OWNER’S office at 6005 Westview Dr., Houston, TX 77055, for the 
PROGRAM MANAGER’S staff. Space shall provide controlled access through keying or card 
access control. 

3.3.11 Furnish technology requirements 

3.3.11.1 Within two weeks of notice to proceed, furnish publicly addressable data connection or third- 
party dedicated connection from independent internet service provider. 

3.3.11.2 Within two weeks of notice to proceed, furnish two data drops per workstation; 1 for data and one 
for VOIP phone. 

3.3.11.3 Within two weeks of notice to proceed, furnish patch panel for cabling required to support 
connections noted above. PROGRAM MANAGER will furnish switch, UPS, firewall and 
wireless access point(s) for the space. 

3.3.11.4 Furnish copy and scanning capabilities. Equipment must be connected accessible from the 
network and PROGRAM MANAGER devices. Include color printing and scanning in sizes up to 
11”x17”. 

3.3.11.5 If the OWNER requires PROGRAM MANAGER to access programs or data only available on 
the OWNER’S equipment or network, the OWNER shall furnish equipment or pathway to the 
network for PROGRAM MANAGER to access the programs or data. 

3.3.12 Furnish accounting records 

3.3.12.1 Solely for the work described under this Work Authorization, OWNER shall furnish accounting 
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transaction records to allow the OWNER and PROGRAM MANAGER to continuously reconcile 
accounting records between the parties. Records shall be furnished not less than monthly with a 
goal of weekly. Records include: 

3.3.12.2 Furnish original and modified purchase order copies 
3.3.12.3 Furnish open and close purchase order report with balances 
3.3.12.4 Furnish check written data 
3.3.12.4.1 Check number 
3.3.12.4.2 Payee 
3.3.12.4.3 Amount 
3.3.12.4.4 Purchase Order against which the cost was recorded 
3.3.12.4.5 Account number against which the cost was recorded 
3.3.12.4.6 Remittance advice for consolidated checks 

3.3.13 Select, purchase and install instructional aids, consumables, instructional equipment, handheld 
equipment, technology, copiers/printers, vending equipment, coffee equipment, nurses office 
consumables, floor mats, traffic cones, gym equipment, dry-erase markers, and similar items. 

4 SCHEDULE FOR PERFORMANCE OF THE SERVICES 

4.1 Commencement and completion date: The compensation identified in this Work Authorization is 
based on the Occupancy for Use of the Projects for their intended purpose (Substantial 
Completion date) shown below, with completion of the closeout phase and warranty phase 
activities by PROGRAM MANAGER as described in Sections 1.4 and 1.5: 

4.1.1 Administration Building Renovation: February 9, 2023 
4.1.2 Adult Education Building: October 25, 2022 
4.1.3 Highpoint School: October 25, 2022 

4.2 The commencement of services shall be no sooner than the date this Work Authorization is fully 
executed by the parties and received in the PROGRAM MANAGER’S office. Should the duration 
of PROGRAM MANAGER’S services be required to extend more than ninety (90)  calendar days 
beyond the Substantial Completion date due to factors beyond the control of PROGRAM 
MANAGER and not due to a force majeure event (as hereinafter described), additional 
compensation shall become due as described in Section 2.2, with the exception of the closeout 
phase and warranty phase activities by PROGRAM MANAGER as described in Sections 1.4 and 
1.5, which are included as Basic Services.  For purposes of this Section 4.2, a “force majeure 
event” shall mean any delay, failure in performance, or interruption of service resulting directly 
or indirectly from acts of God, network failures, acts of civil or military authorities, civil 
disturbances, pandemic, epidemic, wars, energy crises, fires, transportation contingencies, 
interruptions in third-party telecommunications or Internet equipment or service, other 
catastrophes, or any other occurrences which are reasonably beyond such party’s control. Where 
PROGRAM MANAGER recommends measures within the contracts of the OWNER’S 
consultants or contractors managed by PROGRAM MANAGER be enforced, and those 
recommendations are not implemented by the OWNER, causing additional cost to PROGRAM 
MANAGER, PROGRAM MANAGER shall be entitled to additional compensation as described 
in Section 2.2. 

 

5 LIMITATION OF LIABILITY 

5.1 It is agreed that the OWNER’s maximum recovery against PROGRAM MANAGER for any 
damages, claims, costs, or expenses arising under this Work Authorization, whether in contract, 
tort or otherwise, is limited to the lesser amount of fee paid to the PROGRAM MANAGER under 
this Work Authorization or insurance limits established in the Master Agreement. It is expressly 
agreed that OWNER’s sole and exclusive remedy against PROGRAM MANAGER under this 
Work authorization, whether based in contract, tort or otherwise, is the award of damages, costs 
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or expenses not to exceed the amount of fee received by PROGRAM MANAGER or the insurance 
requirements under the Master Agreement, whichever is less. 

 
6.      OWNERSHIP OF WORK PRODUCT 

All work product, including any concepts, products, software, research, reports, studies, data, 
photographs, negatives, or other documents, drawings or materials prepared by PROGRAM 
MANAGER in the performance of its obligations under this Agreement will be deemed works for 
hire and the exclusive property of OWNER.  PROGRAM MANAGER shall deliver all such 
materials to OWNER upon completion, termination, or cancellation of this Agreement.  Any 
programs, data, or other materials furnished by OWNER for use by PROGRAM MANAGER in 
connection with the Services performed under this Agreement will remain OWNER’s property.  
Any pre-existing programs, data, or other materials furnished and owned by PROGRAM 
MANAGER for use by PROGRAM MANAGER in connection with the Services performed under 
this Agreement will remain PROGRAM MANAGER’s property.

Rationale:
Center for Grants Development worked with the Center for Safe and Secure Schools to prepare and
submit a proposal to ACR/JAMS Foundation Initiative for Students and Youth for its
#RollingwithRestorative – Conflict Resolution Series. Requested funds of $40,000 will cover expenses for
training students and teachers in conflict resolution and for supporting implementation of these practices
during their interactions with youth, parents and school personnel through restorative practices
models. CSSS will partner with Aldine and Humble ISDs to implement the program in 10 elementary
schools in each district (20 schools total). They will partner with expert consultants that specialize in
behavior intervention, school violence prevention, intervention and calming and relaxation by providing
the following: 1) Teachers and School Personnel Training; 2) Restorative/Relational Practices Program
for Students and 3) Information Session for Parents. CSSS will use the Train-the-Trainer model as the
delivery method and will implement the evidence-based training for up to five teachers, counselors,
school personnel from each school (totaling 100) and up to five students from each school (also totaling
100). Since the maximum participants for each training is 25, CSSS will have two trainings for each
district (four trainings total) for the teachers, counselors and school personnel, two trainings for each
district (four trainings total) for the students and two sessions for parents. CSSS will work with the district
contact person at Aldine and Humble ISDs to find a centralized location for the teachers, counselors,
school personnel and students to receive training.

The objective of this report is to communicate the results of our 
comprehensive annual risk assessment process. 
 
ORGANIZATIONAL TONE  
It is my expectation that every staff member is responsible to ensure 
internal controls are established, followed and monitored in an ethical, 
honest, and fair manner.   
 
RISK ASSESSMENT PROCESS 

Our risk assessment process allows the HCDE divisions to actively assess our business risk to determine 
whether we are meeting the HCDE mission and objectives effectively and efficiently. It is an essential tool 
that our division managers must have system knowledge and utilize this process in their day to day 
activities. Our leadership team has the expertise to lead a staff that understands and is aware of this 
process. The result is dependent on our robust internal controls framework. 
 
MID-YEAR AND END OF YEAR (“EOY”) REVIEWS 
Our process is an on-going process that begins during the prior years’ budget process, and it is 
operationalized through systems during the year through procedures, planning, monitoring, 
communicating, and measurement. 
 
RESULTS 
In conclusion, our divisions have assessed programmatic risks and taken steps to mitigate any higher risk 
areas. The results are that 91% of our divisions are between risk levels of 1 and 2, which is a testament to 
our healthy internal controls. The remaining divisions with a risk level of 3 to 4 or 9% have addressed their 
risk factors by providing training and looking ahead to potential threats and determining the probability of 
impact on our financial position. These risk factors have been addressed through targeted training and 
internal controls that mitigate these risks. 
 
LOOKING AHEAD 
Our work in risk assessment is not a one-time event, but rather, it is a systematic process that I charge each  
staff member to nurture our systems so that we, as a team, can reach our goals by design.

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Executive Summary 

Every year, the HCDE conducts a risk assessment to evaluate its program risks and business risks. The risk 
assessment process includes two reviews: one during the year, and a second review at the end of the year. 
The first review during the year coincides with the annual budget process. The department asks each 
division manager to conduct the risk assessment during the need assessment process in February and 
March. After these assessments are complete, the forms are submitted to the Business Office in late March. 
These forms, along with the budget requests, are reviewed during internal budget meetings. On the other 
hand, the second review of this assessment occurs at the end of the year to ensure that attributes and 
situations have not changed compared to the mid-year results. 
 
The Executive Team identifies seven (7) major divisional segments. These include divisions organized 
under Education and Enrichment (led by Dr. Kim McLeod), Academic Support (led by Jonathan 
Parker), Facilities, Construction & Choice (led by Rich Vela), the divisions under the Chief of Staff (led by 
Danielle Bartz), Chief Communication Officer & Technology (led by Danielle Clark), Business Office (led by 
Dr. Jesus Amezcua), and Human Resources (led by Natasha Truitt). Each of the scores for their respective 
division is on page 9 of the report. 
 
In the past three years, all areas have maintained steady levels of risk with little variation. In 2016, 90 
percent of our systems had low to medium manageable risks. Later in 2017, the percentage of low to 
medium risks increased to 94 percent, and in 2018 it decreased to 93 percent. This increase in the past two 
years rankings proves that the training, development, and strong preventing measures have been efficient 
and effective in reducing the higher risk percentages to its minimum.  

For the end of the year 2019, the low to medium manageable risk decreased to 91 percent, leaving 9 
percent of the score to be resolved through different strategies to mitigate all possible risks. Some 
adjustments have been realized due to the enterprise's nature or the program. For FY 19-20, the End of 
Year and the Mid-Year review are on page 9 through page 13 of the report. The following results are 
identified below:  

Scores for Education and Enrichment ranged mostly from 1 to 3, which means that 96 percent of the scores 
ranked within low to medium risk. Except for some outliers in the Adult Education Division, only two risk 
factors scored a 4 due to computer systems and regulatory requirements changes. However, to mitigate 
these risks, proper training has been provided to the staff. 

For Academic Support, 98 percent of the scores ranged from 1 to 3, meaning that risk is low to medium. 
Only the division Academic Behavior School-East had a score of 4 due to a change in personnel, and proper 
training has been given for all new staff. The Therapy division has a risk factor of 3 due to special education 
laws' regulatory requirements. Also, the Head Start division scored 3 in various risk factors due to changes 
in regulatory requirements, the complexity of operations, and the time between the last review and the 
new one. 

In Facilities, Construction, and Choice Partners, most scores ranged from 1 to 2, which means that 98 
percent of the scores ranked within low-end. The only exception was the Management Division, in which 
one of its scores was a 3 due to personnel changes. After implementing the procurement training last year, 
the Facilities Division has seen a decrease in risk than the previous year's scores. 
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The divisions under the Chief of Staff divisions include the Center for After School Summer & Expanded 
Learning (CASE) and Chief of Staff. This division's risk was 94 percent in the low end. The CASE division 
had a score of 3 due to regulatory requirements. Nevertheless, the department has established internal 
controls to meet regulatory requirements, and by providing training and manual grant updates, these 
departments have mitigated the risk to a controllable level. 

In Technology and Communications, 88 percent of the scores were 1-2, showing a low to low-medium risk 
in this area. Due to the complexity of operations, the Chief Communication Officer and the Technology 
Services divisions scored a 3.  On the other hand, the Technology Services division also had a medium score 
due to computer systems and regulatory requirements changes. This increase may develop because of 
technological advances and cyber threats, or programming changes in core financial/operational systems 
managed by vendors; thus, our staff needs to stay ahead of industry advances. These, like other divisions, 
follow the standard policies and procedures, and they also have engaged in constant personnel training and 
preventive measures to secure our data and provide a 99% level of reliability to our technology users. 

Lastly, the Business and Human Resources areas scores ranged from 1-2, making 79 percent rank low to 
low-medium risk. The Business Service division scored a medium risk due to management competence and 
regulatory requirements. Also, this same division scored a medium-high risk due to changes in personnel 
during the year.  On the other hand, the Purchasing Services division also scored a medium risk because of 
its complexity and scored a high risk due to different regulatory requirements. However, the department 
has established internal controls to meet regulatory requirements, and proper training has been provided 
to the new staff. There are controls in place that are systemic, and all divisions are required to follow the 
department's financial operating guidelines, which are the control procedures for all transactions. Many 
divisions have additional department procedures that strengthen their processes, and all are constant with 
the overall department guidelines.

#1 QUALITY OF INTERNAL CONTROLS 
Measures the adequacy of the division’s business environment: 
• Do adequate safeguards exist to protect fixed assets?

• Do directors/managers monitor and inspect the performance of ongoing operations? 
• Are budgets and expenditure accounts reviewed monthly?  
• Are internal controls functioning as intended? 

#2 CHANGE IN MANAGEMENT OR KEY PERSONNEL  
Measures the effects of management or key personnel turnover on the activity area:  
• Has the area been able to manage turnover or is the turnover managing them. 
• Consider recent organizational changes, restructuring, and/or reassignments. 
• Consider personnel qualifications and impact on overall operations and controls. 
• Consider employee morale and environment as a result of changes in personnel. 

#3 NATURE OF CASH TRANSACTIONS  
Measures the financial impact of the activity being reviewed: 
• Daily volume of cash transactions 
• Asset size (consider both cash and fixed assets) 
• Liquidity (ease of converting into cash) 

#4 COMPLEXITY OF OPERATIONS – TECHNOLOGY  
Measures the overall complexity of the computer operating system and the 
environment employed to process transactions. Consider the degree to which your 
operations are dependent on technology. This factor is designed to measure the time, 
number of steps, degree of difficulty, coordination of individuals, and necessary level of 
training needed to process a transaction. Technology risk factors to be considered are: 
• remote access allowed 
• number of programs and interfaces to other systems 
• extent to which the system is used to process critical data 
• sensitivity of processed data 
• impact on other systems and applications 
• number of users 
• system supported internally or by external third parties 
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#5 COMPETENCE OF MANAGEMENT  
Measures the expertise of supervisory, back up and operating personnel in the 
performance of their duties as they relate to the activity area’s system of controls 
and on-going operations.  This is a measure of management and operating personnel 
within the area. 

#6 CHANGE IN COMPUTER SYSTEMS   
Measures the effect of a major change in computer systems on the activity area. This 
could be a change in operating systems, an offering of a new product, or a change in the 
way data is processed.  Technology risk factors to be considered are: 

• number of programs and interfaces to other systems 
• latest available application version and release/patch level 
• remote access allowed 
• extent to which the system is used to process critical data 
• classification of data residing on the platform 
• confidential customer data 
• impact on other systems and applications 
• number of users 
• platform location 
• system supported internally or by external third parties 
• change in support personnel 

#7 REGULATORY REQUIREMENTS    
Measures the possible consequences attributable to 

• violations of laws and regulations 
• the potential loss due to fines 
• restrictions 
• public embarrassment from substantive violations of law or regulatory 

requirements. 

#8 TIME SINCE LAST REVIEW     
Measures the time period (in years) since the last risk awareness review was 
performed on the activity area.  
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Best Practices  

There are several organizations that recommend that a risk assessment process be part 
of the organization’s internal control evaluation process. Among these include the 
following: 

 SOX -401 of 2002 requirement - Issuers are required to publish 
information in their annual reports concerning the scope and adequacy of the 
internal control structure and procedures for financial reporting. 

 Office of the Inspector General (OIG) plans to conduct quality 
control reviews, special reviews, investigations, and follow up reviews possibly 
down to the subcontractor level. 

 The Texas Workforce Commission (TWC) invites agencies to look 
at internal controls more closely. 

 The OMB Circular A-133, this Part includes generic audit objectives and suggested 

audit procedures to test internal controls. and is the new CFR 200 or the 
Uniform Grant Guidance - EDGAR 

 SAS #112 & SAS 115 ….SAS # 115 includes much of what was outlined 
in SAS # 112 as it provides guidance to enhance the auditor's ability to evaluate 
deficiencies in Internal Control identified during an audit, and then communicate 
those deficiencies that the auditor believes are significant deficiencies or material 
weaknesses to management and those charged with governance.  
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GFOA Best Practices state that Government management can do a better job 
establishing and assessing its Internal Control structure.  

 Certify the sufficiency of the governmental unit’s Internal Control structure and 
provide appropriate penalties for non-compliance. 

 Establish an internal audit department to monitor Internal Controls and to 
safeguard the assets of the community. [This department should report to an 
independent audit committee.]  

 Perform a government-wide risk assessment to determine liabilities and identify 
internal control needs.  

 Establish internal controls structure with policies and procedures to address 
them.  

 Develop assessment and monitoring mechanisms for oversight and provide 
assurances to constituents as to the effectiveness and efficiency of operations; 
compliance with laws, regulations and agreements.  

 Provide training for management in their responsibilities for establishing and 
assessing Internal Control structures and financial reporting basics.  

 Develop an Internal Control tool/questionnaire in a standard format to assist 
management with their review, and a standardized disclosure statement for 
signature by management.  

 Establish a standard formalized review and assessment process for use 
government-wide by all management.  

 Develop government-wide strategic planning with all entities coming together to 
identify government goals, mission, vision statements and produce a 5-20-year 
plan to be utilized to overcome politically motivated measures.  

 Develop information systems that interface with one another.  

 Develop shared systems to eliminate redundancy and promote regionalism.
