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HCDE to Undergo State Audit

The State Auditor‘s Office will be auditing HCDE to 
ensure that controls are in place for grants and contracts, 
and that it complies with applicable policies, procedures, 
rules, and state laws. The review will take place from 
January through May 2015, and the report is expected in 
August 2015. 

Grant and contract information will be provided by our 
various divisions so that the auditors are able to conduct 
a risk assessment of HCDE internal controls. The audit will be conducted in 
accordance with Government Auditing Standards. HCDE is audited annually 
by an independent auditor and/or grantor agencies; thus, it is expected that 
this audit will be similar to previous audits. Our staff is poised to provide 
all necessary information and has directed some of the auditors to our 
transparency webpage which includes much of the information being sought. 
Ongoing status updates will be provided to the Superintendent and the Board 
as we progress through the process.
